Historical and Ethnographical Divisions into Districts in Galychyna: Present-Day Situation

The scientific views of the leading contemporary researchers concerning the ethnographical diversity of
Halychyna in the past are analysed in this article. The author has determined the following: in many
ethnological works of the second half of the 20lh century and the beginning of the 2 ' century where it is
mentioned about the raised problem (superficial or intentionally), the scientists refer not to ethnographical but
to natural geographical and other criteria which have negatively influenced the localization and definition ofthe
limits of some historical regions and districts; caused the substitution ofthe meaning of the basic ethnological
notions, the misrepresentation of historical reality etc. At least two different approaches in ascertaining of the
ethnographical map of Halychyna and Ukraine in general prevail inpresent-day Ukrainianfolkstudy - Lviv and
Kyiv ethnologists. However, they have not worked out the only acceptable scheme by this time, that is all ones
suggested before are meanwhile in work and need the improvement and more precise definition, the development
ofreliable theoretical and methodological basis ofethnographical division into districts aswel{.

Genetic analysis has become an important tool in the study of the human past. In an attempt to better
understand the origins of ethnic Carpathian populations, a genetic survey of mitochondrial DNA of Boykos,
Hutsuls and Lemkos has been performed by an international team of investigators. Our results reveal a complex
pattern of human migrations in the Carpathians and documented that local populations retained a genetic
footprint ofthese migrations.

Izhodisca

Vsi dosedanji modeli, ki so gradili na samoumevni trdni troedinosti etnosa, jezika in
arheoloske kulture, so bili bolj ali manj neuspesni. 1z ve¢ razlogov. Etni¢na opredelitev je stvar
duhovnega podrocja clovekovega bivanja in ni nujno, da ima svoj tvarni zunanji izraz. lzpustil
bom problem etnicnega opredeljevanja posameznika in se osredotocil na etnos kot celoto.
Pojmovanje etnosa pred tisodletiem in $e prej ni bilo takéno kot sedanje. Se najbolj smiselna
definicija tedanjega etnosa (gensa) se mi zdi ta, daje bila to skupina ljudi, kijih je druzil skupni
pravno-ideoloski sistem, pri éemer mi npr. religija, tradicija pomenita dele ideologije. Del tega
ideoloskega sistema je bil lahko, nikakor pa ne neobhodno, tudi jezik. Tako pojmovanje etnosa je
omogocéalo tudi veékratno spremembo etniéne identitete posameznika, kar nam izjemoma
dovoljujejo spremljati pisni viri. Tudi velike skupine prebivalstva so skoraj z enako lahkoto
menjale svojo etnicno pripadnost, kar je npr. mnogokrat nazomo izpriéano v etnogenezi posa-
meznih germanskih ljudstev. Katere so tiste lastnosti pravno-ideoloskega sistema, ki jih je
sposobna zaslediti arheologija, po pravici povedano, $e ne vemo trdno. Arheoloski spoznavni
postopek je veéinoma $e vedno na zaéetni intuitivni stopnji. Ze sedaj pa je razvidno, da
arheologija pri tem ni povsem nemocna. Orodje, s katerim posku$a proucevati Sirse skupine ljudi,
se imenuje arheoloska kultura. Tg pojem bom uporabljal v pomenu, da je to skupek lastnosti
sledov dlovekovega bivanja, kijih je mogoce ugotoviti v nekem prostoru, in ki se lo¢i od drugih
tovrstnih skupkov lastnosti v sosednjem prostoru in éasu. Tisto, s ¢imer si bom pri razvoju
etnogenetskega modela $e pomagat, sta nastanek in razvoj jezika. Pri tem bom izhajal iz najbolj
verjetnega aksioma, dajezik nastane na revolucijsko-evolutivni nacin, torej kot posledica zunanjih
vplivov in notranjega razvoja. Zunanji vplivi so lahko raznovrstni npr. gospodarski, politi¢ni,
etniéni. Skupaj z notranjimi spremembami puscajo svoje sledi v jeziku, lahko pa tudi v
arheoloSkih virih. Povezavi med etnosom, arheolosko kulturo injezikom sta prostor in ¢as. Pri tem
bom gradil na aksiomu, da v nekem dolo¢enem ¢asu in na nekem dolo¢enem prostoru lahko
zacasno pride do ujemanja vsaj med dvema iz trojice, izjemno morda celo med vsemi tremi hkrati.
Od pravilnosti ugotavljanja takih tock ujemanja je odvisna zanesljivost modela. Vecjo pozomost
bom posvetil ujemanju jezika in arheoloske kulture, manjSo pa ujemanju z domnevnim
slovanskim etnosom. Pri tem bom skusal lo¢iti med Slovani kot etnosom in Slovani kot skupino
ljudi, ki govorijo slovansko. Pojem Slovan bom vecinoma uporabljal v drugem pomenu, razen ce
ne bom posebej opozoril na etniéni pomen.
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Pred nedavnim je M.Parczewski z nacrtno obdelavo vsega zgodnjega gradiva Poljske in z
njegovo zelo podrobno tipolosko analizo pokazat, da Slovani na Poljskem niso avtohtoni, ampak
se tja priselijo z vzhoda, pri ¢emer zacnejo najprej naseljevati jugovzhodno Poljsko konec 5. st.1
Njihov arheoloski izraz je praska kultura. S tern je model vzhodnega izvora Slovanov dobit tezak
argument. Po trenutnem stanju raziskav je praska kultura najbolj nespomo najstarejsa slovanska
kultura. Manjsa gotovost vlada glede penkovske in $e manjsa glede kolocinske kulture. lzvor
zadnjih dveh vecina povezuje s kijevsko kulturo. Nekateri arheologi izvajajo iz nje tudi prasko
kulturo, kateri pa velik del arheologov sicer isce korenine v cemjahivski kulturi - arheoloskem
odrazu gotskega gensa2. S staliséa retrogradne metode je po taki interpretaciji spoma slovanskost
kijevske kulture in podan precej nenavaden izvor Slovanov iz gotskega gensa. Zgolj z retrogradno
metodo se nam tu zatakne.

Preden zacnem z gradnjo lastnega modela, ki naj bi pojasnil in odpravil omenjeni zastoj,
bom skusal poiskati nekatere oporne tocke v jezikoslovnem modelu razvoja slovanskega jezika.
Zelo uporaben in objektiven pregled dosedanjih raziskav daje H.Popowska-Taborska (1993). Med
najbolj nespomimi ugotovitvami so naslednje; tesne balto-slovanske jezikovne vezi govorijo o
tesnem (skupnem) razvoju teh dveh jezikovnih skupin. V nekem obdobju sta se razdelili. Obstajal
je drugotni stik s predniki Italov in Germanov. Stiki s keltskimi in iranskimi jeziki so $e tezko
opredeljivi. Glede na foneticni in morfoloski sistem je mogoée govoriti o enotnosti praslo-
vanscine, glede na leksiko pa je bila precej raznolika. Foneticne razlike v slovanscini so se zacele
Sele v drugi polovici prvega tis. n. st. v procesu ob$§imega slovanskega razseljevanja3. - Te ugo-
tovitve napeljujejo na izhodiséno misel, da moramo zacetno ozemlje Slovanov iskati pri zacetnem
ozemlju Baltov, oziroma poiskati ozemlje baltoslovanske jezikovne skupnosti.

Ozemlje baltoslovanske skupnosti (SI. 1)

Najpomernbnejso oporo nudi lingvisticni atlas vodnih imen zgomjega porecja Dnepra
(Toporov, Trubacev 1962), ki jo je Trubacev (1968) kasneje dopolnil 8 za podrocje desnega
brega Dnepra. Avtorja sta lahko pokazata juzno in jugovzhodno mejo baltskih vodnih imen, ter
dokazala zivi stik Baltov in Irancev v Posejmjud. Pomembna je ugotovitev, da je bilo podrocje
sevemo od Pripjata mnogo pozneje slavizirano, kot juzno od njega, da je 8lo slovansko
razseljevanje od juga proti severu. Pri tem so se Slovani pomesali z Balti in jih postopoma
slavizirali, potem ko je minilo obdobje dvojezicnosti5 Ko je nato V.V.Sedov jezikovne in
arheoloske podatke na podrocju Posejmja soocil, je prepricljivo pokazat, da se ujemajo s stanjem
arheolodkih kultur v tretji Cetrtini 1. tis. pr. n. st. in dolo€il skupino arheoloskih kultur baltskega
prebivalstva na podrocju baltskih vodnih imen (Sedov 1965). V tej skupini vidi J.Okulicz
arheoloski odraz baltoslovanske jezikovne skupnosti, pri éemer pa se ni mogel pokazati postopka
izlocanja Slovanov, ki ga le domneva. (Okulicz 1986, 28 ss).

Skupina kultur - milogradska, juhnovska, crtaste lon¢enine, dnepro-dvinska, Zgomje Oke,
se resni¢no lepo ujema s podrocjem baltskih vodnih imen (SI. 1). Precej natan¢no na jugu, na
severovzhodu so opazna odstopanja, ki pa jih je mogoée razloziti s tem, da je na jugu meja
“okamenela” zaradi slavizacije, na severu pa se je lahko se spreminjala zaradi poznej$ih baltskih
preseljevanj. Zaradi razseljevanja Baltov proti zahodu (Okulicz 1986, 28 ss) zahodna meja ni
dolocljiva. Ce imamo tako doloceno ozemlje zgolj za baltsko in ne baltoslovansko, zmanjka
prostora za poznejse Slovane. Juzneje je namre¢ ze podrocje iranskih imen tudi skitske dobe
(Sedov 1965, Ris. 1) in tracanskih imen predskitske Cornoliske kulture (Berezanskaja 1988), s
¢imer je zapolnjen prostor, ki ga pozneje zasedajo arheoloske kulture Slovanov. Pomembna je
ugotovitev A.P.Vanagasa, da kaze baltska hidronimija vecjo arhai¢nost od slovanske in se zlasti
raziskava V.V.lvanova in V.N.Toporova, po kateri je model slovanskih jezikov rezultat
preoblikovanja baltskih jezikov, kajti slovanski sistem se da izpeljati iz ustreznega baltskega,
baltskega sistema pa se ne da izpeljati iz zgodnjepraslovanske strukture (Popowska - Taborska
1993, 128). To bi kazalo, da lahko govorimo o nekaki oddelitvi Protoslovanov iz skupnega
baltoslovanskega jedra. Ker v njem ni bilo vec poznejsih Protoslovanov, je ostanek postal
avtomaticno Prabaltski. V tem smislu torej meje med Baltoslovani in Prabalti ni. Ali kot se je
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poenostavljeno izrazil V.N.Toporov (1980, 12), slovanski jeziki so otroci baltskih, naéelno druga,
casovno mlajsa generacija. Ze J.Werner je opozoril na moznost, daje treba baltoslovanska vodna
imena iskati na podrocju “baltske” hidronomije (Werner 1971, 251).

Protoslovani (SI. 2, 3)

Podrocje najstarejsih slovanskih vodnih imen je najuznem obrobju podroéja baltskih vodnih
imen. Pri tem ima ozemlje slovanskih imen levega pobrezja Dnepra lastnosti, ki kazejo, daje bilo
naseljeno z desnega pobrezja. Tudi na tem je ve¢ skupin arhaiénih slovanskih vodnih imen, ki niso
istocasne. Kot nekako vadi$¢e slovanstva izstopa skupina na vzhodnem delu desnega pobrezja
Pripjata (Trubacev 1968, 270 ss).To podrocje lezi na osrednjem delu ozemlja (SI. 3: 3), kjer okoli
200. pr. n. & nastane zarubinska kultura.

\Y podrobnostih je se stabo proucena, a za izgradnjo modela zadostujcjo tudi grobi obrisi.

Raziskana najisca tvorijo tri gostejse skupine: v pripjatskem Polesju, ob zgomjem in srednjem Dnepru
(SI. 3: 2, 4, 5). Zaradi nenatancne kronologije ni jasno, ali so vse tri nastale istoasno. Na vmesnem
prostoru so trenutno poznana samo posamicna najdisca, nova odkritja so seveda mogoca. Struktumo je
najbolje pojasnjen nastanek zgornjedneprovske skupine. Analiza posameznih vrst arheoloskega
gradiva njene najzgodnejse stopnje kaze, da gre za spoj lastnosti tuje, pomorjanske kulture zvoncastih
grobov in krajevne milogradske kulture. V poselitvenem smislu je to mogoce razloziti kot priselitev
novega prebivalstva z zahoda, morda s podro¢ja Mazovije, ki se je nato spojilo s krajevnim
prebivalstvom (Oblomskij 1985). Podobno je mogoce razloziti tudi nastanek ostalih dveh skupin (SI.
2), ki se oblikujeta na osnovi krajevnih razli¢ic milogradske kulture pomesanih s kulturo “Skitov-
oracev”, pri ¢emer so skitske lastnosti $e posebej izrazene v srednjedneprovski skupini (Maksimov
1988). Tej osnovi so dodane nekatere lastnosti loncenine pomorjanske kulture zvoncastih grobov,
najbolj izrazito v Polesju (Packova 1990a, 59). V poleski in srednjedeprovski skupini so tudi posode z
znacilnostmi jastorfske kulture in njenih skupin (Kasparova 1981, 67 ss). Tako zarubinska kultura ni
neposredno nadaljevanje nobene od nastetih kultur, ampak novotvorba, ki je nastata z njihovim
spajanjem (Maksimov 1991, 8).

Val germanskih skupin, ki so nekako konec 3. st. pr. n. ét. zacele zapus€ati ozemlje severne
Nemcije in soses€ine ter se usmerile proti jugovzhodu, se je ustavil sele v Moldaviji. Priblizno
istoasno kot zarubinska kultura je tam nastata kutura Poieneeti Lukasevka, ki jo je mogoce s
precejsnjo zanesljivostjo poistovetiti z germanskimi Bastami (Babeg 1988). Kot ze reéeno, so
njihove posamezne skupine prisle tudi na podrocCje poleske in srednjedneprovske skupine
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zarubinske kulture. Morda nekoliko pozneje, v drugi polovici 2. st. pr. n. ét. je na srednjem in
juznem Poljskem kot posledica tega preseljevanja nastata przeworska kultura, ki jo je mogoce
pripisati Germanom. Naselili so se na ozemlju, ki so ga prej naseljevali prebivalci s pomorjansko
kulturo in kulturo zvoncastih grobov. Stevilna najdis¢a le-teh prenehajo, nekaj ¢asa traja prostors-
ko pomes$ano, vendar kultumo loceno zivljenje staroselcev in prislekov. Nato sledi staroselcev
izginejo, ker jih prisleki asimilirajo (Godtowski 1985, 15 s.). Verjetna se mi zdi interpretacija
J.Okulicza, po kateri je staroselce mogoée poimenovati s historiénim imenom Veneti, skupina
staroevropslcih vodnih imen Vzhodne Pomorjanske pa je njihova dedis¢ina (Okulicz 1986, 25 s.).
Odhod dela njihovega prebivalstva proti vzhodu do Dnepra je v o€itni prostorski in casovni
povezavi s preseljevanjem Germanov (SI. 2: 2, 3).

Prihod Venetov prvenstveno na podrocje baltoslovanskega prebivalstva milogradske kulture
in njenega obrobja je lahko tisti strukturni vzrok, ki je imel posledice tudi v jeziku prebivalstva
skupnosti novo nastale arheoloske kulture. Postal je drugacen od starega in $e vedno sosednjega
baltoslovanskega, sedaj pac samo se baltskega. Ta groba podoba ustreza grobi oceni F.Bezlaja, da
je praslovanscina venetizirana balts¢ina (prim.: Pleterski 1990, 57). Zato imam zarubinsko kulturo
za arheoloski odraz Protoslovanov. Raznolikost njenih izhodi$¢ opozarja na moznost, da so v
jezikovni gehezi njenega prebivalstva sodelovali tudi germanski, iranski, morda celo keltski jeziki.
Hkrati se mi zdi neustrezno iskati Slovane $e v starejsih arheoloskih kulturah, ker v njih ti¢ijo samo
$e starejsi Baltoslovani. - Lahko si tudi razlozimo, zakaj so Germani poimenovali Slovane z
venetskim imenom. Najprej so pri preseljevanju naleteli na Venete, Protoslovani za njimi pa so jim
bili pac “enaki”, saj so jih pri prodom proti Cmemu morju s seveme strani ves ¢as spremljali ljudje
(SI. 2: 2, 3), ki so prav tako prisli z venetskega ozemlja. Premik dela Venetov proti vzhodu,
pojasnjuje tudi rezultate analize pisanih virov, po kateri anti¢ni avtorji (Plinij, Tacit, Ptolemaj),
pisejo o dveh skupinah Venetov, eni ob Baltiku in drugi svemo od Karpatov nekje v Ukrajini ter
Belorusiji, to dvojnost pa naj bi potrjevala tudi “Tabula Peutingeriana” z loéenim navajanjem
Venetov in Venetov Sarmatov (Kolendo 1984). Lociti je torej treba med “Veneti propriedicti” in
“Veneti-Slovani”. Ostaja pa dejstvo, da Slovani samih sebe niso poimenovali z venetskim imenom.

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Klasiéno zarubinsko obdobje. (SI. 4)

Severno od Pripjata je milogradska kultura trajala $e nekaj ¢asa vzporedno z zarubinsko.
Poskus prebivalcev zarubinske kulture, da bi to podroéje naselili, ni imel daljSega uspeha. Tako so
se pojavile zarubinske najdbe na gradis¢u lvan’ konec 2. ali na zacetku 1. st. pr. n. ét., a $e pred
prelomom Stetja sojih preplastile najdbe kulture ¢rtaste loncenine, ki se je tedaj Sirila v smeri proti
Dnepru in Pripjatu (SI. 4: 6). Gradise postane ena od mejnih postojank proti prebivalstvu
zarubinske kulture, ki je medtem ze naselilo preostali prostor milogradske kulture (Egorejc¢enko
1988, 64 s). Sirjenje prostora zarubinske kulture v 1. st. pr. n. $t. na podroéju zgomjega Dnepra
naj bi bilo posledica naraséanja $tevila prebivalstva (Maksimov 1990, 22). Nekako isto¢asno se je
$iril tudi obseg srednjedneprovske skupine zarubinske kulture (Maksimov 1990, 21). Na podrocju
srednjega in zgornjega toka Juznega Buga in delu srednjega toka Dnestra pa je nastata nova
skupina zarubinske kulture (Havljuk 1975), katere prebivalstvo naj bi prislo s srednjega
Podneprovja (Maksimov 1990, 22). Manj$e skupine ljudi so se iz Polesja podale tudi proti zahodu
do levega pobrezja gornjega toka Zahodnega Buga. Tu so se pomesale z naseljenci przeworske
kulture, ki se je v tem casu tu Sirila proti jugovzhodu. V prvi polovici 1 st. pr. n. ét. je dosegla
zgornje poreCje Dnestra (Godtowski 1985, 30 s), kjer se je do konca stoletja oblikovala njena
lokalna skupina (Godtowski 1985, 38).

Posamezne skupine zarubinske kulture niso opredeljene samo geografsko, ampak se med
seboj razlikujejo tudi zaradi razliénih osnov ob Casu nastanka. Zacetna raznolikost se je delno
izravnala (Maksimov 1991, 8 s.) in v prvi polovici 1. st. pr. n. §t. so oblikovane ze vse znacilne
lastnosti zarubinske kulture, hkrati pa so stiki z razliénimi sosednjimi kulturami povzrocali stalen
uvoz novih lastnosti, ki pa so ostajale omejene na posamezne skupine (Kozak, Packova 1990,
87 s.). Tako sta si glede pogrebnih obiéajev najbolj sorodni poleska in zgornjedneprovska skupina,
manjsa sorodnost je med polesko in srednjedneprovsko skupino, najmanjsa pa med
zgornjedneprovsko in srednjedneprovsko (Packova 1990, 47). Med prebivalci srednjedneprovske
skupine in prebivalci spodnjedneprovskih poznoskitskih najdis¢ so bili tesni stiki. O tem pricajo
najdbe lonéenine zarubinske skupine v poznoskitski skupini in obratno. Zarubinsko grobisée
Didov SiiP ima polovico pokopov po poznoskitskem obredu in precej predmetov znaéilnih za
Spodnje Podnestrovje, posamezni okostni grobovi na zarubinskih grobiséih Pirogiv in Korcuvate
pa so antropolosko blizu spodnjedneprovskim (Maksimov 1990, 20).

Konec 1 st. pr. n. ét. so se zaceli osvajalski napadi sarmatskih Jazygov (Sl. 4.: 5). Razrusili
so nekatera srednjedneprovska gradis¢a in do druge polovice l.st. n. §t. zavzeli ozemlje do
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podrocja reke Stunge (Maksimov 1990, 21 s.). S prodiranjem v Panonijo, so povrocili premike
tamkajsnjih ljudstev, pregnali Dacane v gore in gozdove (Plinius, Naturalis historia IV, 80, 81).
Na zacetku n. $t. so se Dacani srecali z naseljenci przeworske kulture ob zgornjem poreéju
Dnestra v Sevemi Galiciji (SI. 4: 7, 8). Njihov arheoloski odraz je lipicka kultura, katere najdis¢a
postanejo mnozicna sredi 1 st. n. st. Zacetnemu stiku sledi polstoletho obdobje kulturnega
zlivanja przeworske in lipicke kulture v Sevemi galiciji (Kozak 1992, 24).

Praslovani (SI. 5, 6, 7)

Malo po sredini 1. st. je zajela celotno podrocje zarubinske kulture kriza, ki je povzrocila
prekinitev grobis¢ in stevilnih naselbin, prislo je do mnozi¢nih preseljevanj, naselja so se
umaknila na visje terase (Oblomskij 1987). Pravi vzrok je $e neznan. V Srednjem Podneprovju so
na to lahko vplivale sarmatske osvojitve, ne pa tudi drugod. Poleg tega je zacetnim sovraznostim
sledilo obdobje stikov s Sarmati, o ¢emer pri¢ajo najdbe enih na najdiséih drugih (Oblomskij
1987, 69). Pripjatsko Polesje je povsem opustelo in kot je dokazala Kasparova, tega niso mogli
povzrociti novi naseljenci s podrocja Poljske, ker vsa zarubinska grobi$éa prenehajo do srede 1 st.
, wielbarskapa zacenjajo $ele v drugi polovici 2. st. (Kasparova 1989, 280). Kozak (1992, 23) isce
razlago v naravni kataklizmi. Kriza velja za mejo med zrelo zarubinsko kulturo in njeno pozno
stopnjo (Oblomskij 1987, 68).

Kot celota se prebivalstvo zarubinske kulture preseli v veliki meri na severovzhodna
ozemlja (SI. 5). Ob reki Desni nastane na ozemlju starej$e juhnovske kulture, o€itno z asimilacijo
baltskih staroslecev, nova skupina - pocepska ki so jo imeli nekateri avtorji nekaj ¢asa celo za
samostojno kulturo. Po Sedovu naj bi ze prej prihajali naseljenci zarubinske kulture in se mesali z
juhnovskimi staroselci, mnozicna priselitev pa je bila $ele konec 1 st. (Sedov 1970, 42).
Maksimov postavlja nastanek skupine v poznozarubinsko obdobje (Maksimov 1991, 4). Ohranila
je nekatere lastnosti juhnovske kulture, npr. dolge, pravokotne nadzemne stavbe v stojkasti gradnji
(Frolov 1979, 71). Na splosno pa njene lastnosti kazejo povezavo s srednjedneprovsko skupino
zarubinske kulture (Oblomskij 1992, 43), ki naj bi bila po trenutnem vecinskem mnenju njeno
izvorno podrocje. V poznejSih skupinah kijevske kulture nima svojega nadaljevanja, zato
Oblomskij (1992, 45) meni, da njeno prebivalstvo $e v 2. st. zapusti svoje ozemlje. To se ujema s
starejso ugotovitvijo, da je mos$€inska kultura v pore¢ju Zgornje Oke nastata s priselitvijo
prebivalstva pocepske skupine in njihovem zlitju z baltskimi staroselci (SI. 7: 4, 10) v novo
kulturno skupnost. V 8.-10. st., ji sledi kultura slovanskih Vjati¢ev, ki pa naj ne bi bila genetsko
zvezana z moscinsko kulturo (Sedov 1982, 43 s.).

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Zarubinska poselitev zajame tudi podroéje levega pobrezja Dnestra, od Sejma proti jugu in
do zgomjega toka Oskola na vzhodu. Gre za ozemlje, ki je vecinoma opustelo ze v 3.-2. st. pr. n. st
(Sedov 1965, 57). Tu se izoblikuje skupina najdis¢ (SI. 5: 6, 7) tipa Kartamys$evo-2 - Ternovki-2,
ki naj bi prav tako izvirala iz Srednjega Podneprovja (Oblomskij 1992, 43). Glede na posamezne
lastnosti jo je Oblomskij (1992, 40) razdelil na dve etnografski podrocji, katerih meja je
razvodnica Dnepra in Dona. V oblikovanju zahodne skupine naj bi v manjsi meri sodelovali tudi
naseljenci s podrocja przeworske kulture, ki naj bi zapustili svojo sled v okrasju lonc¢enine in
posebni obliki skied (Oblomskij 1991, 46 s.). Gre za tip Ill 3b po Oblomskem, ki naj bi bil v tem
¢asu prisoten le v tej skupini zarubinske kulture, sicer pa znalilen za przeworsko kulturo in
volino-podolsko skupino (Oblomskij 1991, 80). Najdis¢a s przeworskimi najdbami, kot jih je
kartiral Maksimov (1991, Ris. 3), so razporejena bolj ali manj v ravni érti od izvirov Vorskle na
zahod, ob Sejmu in Desni, skoraj do Dnepra, ves ¢as v smeri Pripjatskega Polesja. Tu zadenemo
na vprasanje nadaljnje usode poleske skupine zarubinske kulture iz predhodnega obdobija.

Kot ze receno, Polesje opusti, zarubinsko prebivalstvo pa se vecinoma odseli proti jugu in
jugozahodu do levega pobrezja sevemega Dnestra v Voliniji in Severni Galiciji (Kozak 1992, 23 s.).
Manjsa skupina odide proti zahodu v dolino srednjega Buga in proti Narewu in se zme$a s
tamkajs$njim przeworskim prebivalstvom. Na grobis¢ih Krupice in Hryniewicze Wielke tako poleg
przeworskega nastopa tudi poznozarubinsko gradivo, ki gaje na drugem najdis¢u mogoce datirati
z zaponkami v zadnjo Cetrtino 1. st. ali zaC. 2. st. (Godtowski 1985, 63). Sozitje s przeworskim
prebivalstvom je znacilno tudi za zarubinske skupine, ki so se razselile proti jugu in jugozahodu
(SI. 5: 7). Svojih naselbin niso osnovale, ampak vsa najdi$¢a, ki nastajajo od sredine 1 st. dalje,
kazejo me$ano przeworsko in zarubinsko gradivo (Kozak 1988, 108). To je hkrati zacetek nove
kulturne skupine (SI. 5: 9), za katero je Kozak pred kratkim predlagal ime zubrecka (Kozak 1992,
23), staro ime zanjo je volino-podolska. - Izpraznitcv Polesja si je tako vendarle lazje predstavljati
kot postopen proces, ki je lahko trajal nekaj desetletij, kot pa kot enkratno dejanje.

Postavlja se tudi vprasanje, ali niso “pzeworske” lastnosti v zahodni skupini najdis¢ tipa
Kartamys$evo-2 - Ternovki-2 pravzaprav zubrecke in bi potem smeli domnevati, da del prebi-
valstva novo koloniziranih zarubinskih podro€ij pride tudi z ozemlja zubrecke skupine (SI. 5: 10).
Ze iz demografskih razlogov si je namre¢ tezko predstavljati celotno “vzhodno” zarubinsko
kolonizacijo kot enkratno preselitev, saj je srednjedneprovsko izhodisée zanjo premajhno. Potekati
je morala bolj postopno. Dokaz za to bi bilo poznozarubinsko najdis¢e Berezovka 2 ob Vorsklici,
ki se lo¢i od sosednjih najdis¢ tipa Kartamysevo-2 - Ternovki-2 in kaze tesno podobnost z
naseljem Ljutiz v Srednjem Podneprovju (Oblomskij 1994, 44). Ce je izvor najdisé¢ tipa
Kartamysevo-2 - Ternovki-2 res prav tako v Srednjem Podneprovju, je do omenjene razlike lahko
prislo zato, ker je Berezovka 2 nastata z rnlajso kolonizacijo v 2. st. Prav tako je opaziti prihod
manjs$ih skupin prebivalstva s podroéja kulture ¢rtaste lonéenine (Sl. 6: 10). Njihova najdis¢a so na
podrocju zgornjednestrovske skupine in skupin tipa Grini-Vovki ter Kartamysevo-2 - Ternovki-2,
njene zahodne skupine (Maksimov 1991, 6 in Ris 7).

Vv poznozarubinskem obdobju je v srednjedneprovski skupini mogode razlociti dva tipa

najdis¢, Ljutiz (SI. 5: 3) in Grini-Vovki (SI. 6: 7). Drugi z najdis§¢em Zmiivka ob reki Snov sega
na ozemlje skupine tipa Pocep (Oblomskij 1992, 34 s in Ris.l), po svojem izvoru je zvezan z
zgornjedneprovsko zarubinsko skupino (Sl. 5: 4, 8), z njenimi sevemimi najdiséi tipa Ceéersk-
Kisteni (Oblomskij 1994, 47). Casovno je stabo opredeljen. Veéinoma ga postavljajo v ¢as druge
polovice 2. st. do preloma 2. in 3. st. (Oblomskij 1994, 47), po ¢emer bi sklepali, daje mlajsi od
tipa Ljutiz in se ¢asovno stika z zgodnjimi najdisc¢i kijevske kulture. Terpilovskij (1984, 81) vidi v
njem prehod med poznozarubinskimi in zgodnjekijevskimi najdiséi. - Se vedno obstajata skupini
tipa Rahni ob reki Sib (SI. 5: 2), levem pritoku Juznega Buga in zgornjedneprovska skupina z
gradiséem Caplin (Maksimov 1991, 6). Podatki o njiju so preskromni, da bi ju v karto lahko
vnesel drugace kot samo shemati¢no (SI. 5: 4). Ali sodelujeta pri “vzhodni” kolonizaciji je nep-
rouéeno. Ze sose$éina zgomjedneprovskih najdis¢ z najdiséi tipa Pocep ter milogradsko izroéilo
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vkopanih pocéepskih bivalisc, ki jih obdajajo jame za kole (Frolov 1979, 71), napeljujeta na to
misel vsaj za zgomjedneprovsko skupino.

Vv modelih slovanske etnogeneze, ki iséejo izvor praske kulture v sverozahodnem delu

cemjahivske kulture, dobiva zubrecka skupina (SI. 6: 8) vedno vecji pomen. Najnovejsi model
njenega razvoja podaja Kozak (1992). Nastata je z zlivanjem lastnosti przeworske in zarubinske
kulture, pri cerner zarubinska sestavina prevladuje v sevemem delu v Voliniji, przeworska pa v
juznem delu v Sevemi Galiciji. V Volinijo je prisla tudi majhna skupina prebivalstva s podrocja
kulture ¢rtaste loncenine (SI. 6: 10). V Sevemi Galiciji prihod zarubinskega prebivalstva pospesi
zlivanje lipicke kulture s przeworsko. V drugi polovici 2. st. se v Podnestrovju pojavi nova manjsa
skupina przeworskega prebivalstva (SI. 6: 9), ki je stranski del vala, ki ga je izzvalo razseljevanje
prebivalcev Wielbarske kulture. Val je zajel predvsem sevemo Panonijo in ga pisani viri opisujejo
kot preseljevanje Vandalov (Godtowski 1985, 81 s.; Godtowski 1992, 66). Ko razseljevanje Guto-
nov (SI. 7: 9) proti koncu 2. st. doseze Volinijo in Podolje, najdis¢a wielbarske kulture kot njegov
arheoloski odraz zamenjajo zubrecka. V tvami kulturi stika s staroselci ni. Zubrecko prebivalstvo se
je umaknilo proti jugu v Galicijo (SI. 7: 12), zarubinska skupina tipa Rahni (SI. 7: 1) pa verjetno v
Budzaksko stepo v juzni Moldaviji, kjer nastane nova skupina etulijskega tipa (SI. 7: 11). Poselitev
Seveme Galicije se zgosti za dvainpolkrat. Tedaj tam iz tvame kulture dokonéno izginejo dacanske
lastnosti. Zacenja se tretja stopnja razvoja zubrecke skupine, za katero je znacilen naras¢ajoci vpliv
provincijalnorimske kulture, ki povzroci postopen prehod v lastnosti cemjahivske Kkulture.
Najmlajsi predmeti zubrecke skupine so najstarejsi cemjahivske kulture. Prehod ene kulture v drugo,

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je bil v 3. st. postopen, saj obstajajo najdis¢a (Cerepin, Nezvis’ko, Burstin), kjer so prisotne lastnosti
obeh Kkultur. Odstotek prostoroéne lonéenine se stalno zmanjsuje, tiste izdelane na kolesu pa
povecuje. Preloma v poselitvi ni opaziti. Tako se zdi upravicen sklep, da so osnova cemjahivskega
prebivalstva tega podrocja zubrecki staroselci (Kozak 1992, 27 s.). Slovano-germano-dacanske
korenine zubrecke skupine so o€itne, kaj je to pomenilo zajezik in etni¢no zavest nove skupnosti,
lahko le ugibamo. Vsak po svojih zeljah. OCitno je le, da potem skupina sodeluje v etnogenezi
Gotov, v skupnosti torej, katere arheoloski odraz je cemjahivska kultura.

VvV poznozarubinskein obdobju nam nekaj namigov o slovanski etnogenezi dajo tudi pisani

viri. Prvi je Tacitova Germania (46), ki sta jo v SirSem kontekstu podrobno analizirala Macinskij
in Tihanova (1976, 65 ss) in prisla do precej verjetnega mnenja, daje mogocée enaciti Venete in
prebivalstvo zarubinske kulture. Tacitu naj bi bilo poznano predvsem njihovo zahodno ozemlje v
Polesju, Voliniji in severnem Podolju. Kolendo (1984, 649) meni, da so Tacitovi Veneti ljudstvo,
katerega naziv naj bi delno zaponil vrzel v poznavanju vzhodne Evrope, zato je pri podrobnejs$i
lokalizaciji treba biti previden. S tem zadrzkom dopu$éa moznost njihove umestitve na prostor
zarubinske kulture. Macinskij in Tihanova (1976, 71) sta skusala razloziti tudi Tacitovo navedbo,
po kateri naj bi se Veneti zaradi razbojnistva potikali po gorah in gozdovih med Peucini in Fenni.
Pri tem sta izhajala iz ¢asa nastajanja Tacitovega dela v drugi polovici 1 st. in krize, ki je tedaj
zajela zarubinsko kulturo. Razbojnisko potikanje sta tako interpretirala kot prebivalstvo, ki se je
pred kratkim pojavilo kot vojaski zavojevalec, ki pa ozemlja $e ni povsem osvojilo. Od tega
modela do enadenja Venetov s prebivalci zubrecke skupine je bil nato le $e korak (Kozak 1992,
31). Kolendo (1984, 649) meni, daje podatek o Venetih, ki se potikajo po gorah in gozdovih samo
retoriéna figura in ne more biti argument pri dolo¢anju njihovih bivalis¢. 1z Kozakovega prikaza
geneze zubrecke skupine je razvidno, daje bila v drugi polovici 1 st. notranje $e mocno raznolika,
zato bi jo zaradi zarubinskega dela njenega prebivalstva res lahko imeli tudi za venetsko, ne da bi
pri tem zanikali venetstvo zarubinske kulture na splosno. Omejiti Tacitove Venete samo na
zubrecko skupino pa ni mogode, ze zaradi njenega poznejSega razvoja, saj bi potem morali biti
Veneti del gotskc etnogeneze, “origo gentis” pa poroca drugace. Poleg tega bi jih nato na tem
prostoru priéakovali v Ptolemajevi geografiji, ajih tam ni.

Ne more biti nakljucje, da Ptolcmaj (Il 5. 21.), kije pisat stoletje pozneje, ¢eprav marsikdaj
po slarej$ih virih, pozna Venete ob Baltiku, mesto Tacitovih Venetov, pa v njegovem opisu
zavzcmajo Stauani (Kolendo 1984, 649). Ti prebivajo med venetskimi soscdi Galindi, Sudeni na
eni strani in Alani na drugi (Ptolcmaj Il 5. 21.). Alane je mogoce enaciti s sarmatsko kulturo
zarubinskih sosedov, Sudene in Galinde pa z zahodnobaltskima plemenoma Jatvingov-Sudavov in
Galindov (Okulicz 1986, 29). Jugovzhodno od obeh baktskih skupin je bila pustinja, kije med
Narewom in Njemnom preko Polesja segala do zarubinskega prebivalstva ob Dnepru (primerjaj:
Egorejcenko 1982, Ris. 3; Godtowski 1992, Karte 5; Sedov 1970, Ris. 10) inje trajala vse do 6. st.
(Séukin 1988, 211 in Ris. 2). Pri naStevanjih ljudstev od sevcrozahoda proti jugovzhodu, ki se
vrstijo v Ptolemajevem opisu Sarmatije, je tako sose$¢ina Sudenov in Stauanov razumljiva, saj jih
je locila le pustinja. Enacenje Stauanov s prebivalstvom zarubinske kulture je zato videti povsem
smiselno. Vzporednico med Stauanoi in Slauanoi-Slovani je postavil ze Safarik in odtlej se z njo
spogleduje vecina avtorjev. Res se jezikoslovno ne da izpeljati Slavanov iz Stavanov pa tudi s
stalis¢a grske paleograflje preprosta napaka pri prepisovanju, zamenjava lambde s tau, ni verjetna.
Vendar so hkrati Stevilna imena Ptolemajevih ljudstev napisana mocno popaceno in to ze v
arhetipu njegovega spisa (Cuntz 1923, 15). Kako je v nasem primeru, lahko le ugibamo. Res pa so
Stauani omenjeni na lokaciji Slovanov, kar po mojem mnenju vseeno dopus$éa delovno trditev, da
gre za prvi zapis slovanskega imena.
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\Y/ poznozarubinskem obdobju tako pisni viri ze poznajo ime prebivalstva zarubinske kulture. To

so Veneti-Slovani. Ce drzi etimologija slovanskega imena iz besede “slovo”* (Maher 1974, 154), ki v
zadnjem casu spet dobiva vedno veé privrzencev med jezikoslovci (Popowska-Taborska 1993, 60),
potem je bil jezik, drugaéen od sosednjih, za poznozarubinsko prebivalstvo kriterij razlikovanja in
oshova samozavedanja. To kaze, da je proces etnogeneze tedaj ze pripeljal do nastanka etnosa
Slovanov, izjezikovno raznolikega zacetka pa seje ze razvil dovolj skupen jezik.

Obdobje kijevske kulture (SI. 8)

Poreklo kijevske kuture iz poznozarubinske je nespomo, saj je samo njena nadaljnja
razvojna stopnja, kar je $e posebej prepricljivo dokazal Oblomskij (1991) s podrobno tipolosko in
statisticno analizo najdi$¢ obeh obdobij na razvodju Dnepra in Dona. Koje obravnavo raziril na
celotno podrocje kijevske kulture (Oblomskij 1992), je potrdil staro casovno mejo njenega zacetka
ob koncu 2. st. in na zacetku 3. st. Nadaljeje ugotovil, daje srednjedneprovska skupina kijevske
kulture nastata z mesanjem prebivalstva poznozarubinskih skupin: Ljutiz, v mnogo manjsi meri
skupine Grini-Vovki ali zgomjedneprovske skupine. Kijevska skupina ob razvodnici Dnepra in
Dona je nastata z zlitiem vzhodne in zahodne skupine poznozarubinskih najdis¢ tipa
Kartamysevo-2 - Ternovki-2. Kijevske skupine ob Desni ni mogoce tesneje povezati niti s
pocepsko poznozarubinsko skupino niti s skupino Grini-Vovki, cepravje njeno poznozarubinsko

poreklo ocitno, zato Oblomskij (1992, 42) isée razlago v priselitvi od drugod. Mozna je $e
drugaéna razlaga. Pogled na karto poznozarubinskega obdobja pokaze prehodnost in raznolikost
podrocja ob srednji Desni (SI. 5, 6), kjer se me$ajo najdis¢a pocepske skupine, skupine Grini-
Vovki, Crtaste lonéenine in zubrecke(?) skupine. Zato je poselitev kijevskega obdobja lahko tudi
samo nadaljevanje in sinteza starejSega. Posebnosti tako lahko razlozimo z raznoliko osnovo.

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Poleg tega naj bi bile tam tudi najdbe kroga Grini (ob srednjem Dnepru)-Abidna (ob zgornjem
Dnepru), kot so na naselbini Mena 5 (Kuhars’ka, Oblomskij 1988, 50), ki ga lahko imamo za
odraz nadaljnjih preseljevanj ljudi med podro¢ji posameznih skupin. Po najdbah je mogode
sklepati tudi na zgornjedneprovsko poreklo prebivalcev Rjabovke 3 ob Vorsklici (Oblomskij
1994, 47). Bil pa je tudi obratni tok, saj ima najdis¢e Gudok sorodnost s skupino najdi$¢ ob Desni
(Oblomskij 1991, 122). Roisée v skupini Desne ima izhodise v srednjedneprovski skupini
(Oblomskij 1991, 121 s.). V prvi polovici 4. st. so se zacele seliti posamezne skupine s podrocja
ob Desni na ozemlje razvodja Dnepra in Dona, kar kaze naselbina Kurgan-Azak, ki po svojih
znacilnostih ze nakazuje prvine kolo€inske kulture. Na njej je bilo celo nekaj posod moscinskega
izvora (Oblomskij 1994, 50 s.).

Obstajajo pa tudi znaki selitev znotraj posameznih skupin kijevske kulture. Tako splosna
razvojna Crta druzi zgodnjekijevska najdis¢a sevemega dela skupine ob Desni z nekaj mlajsimi na
njenem jugozahodnem delu (Oblomskij 1991, 122). Sloj druge polovice 3. st. v naselbini
Boromlja 2 v poreéju Vorsklice Oblomskij (1994, 50) povezuje s priselitvijo skupine ljudi z
razvodja Dnepra in Dona. - Vse te selitve znotraj celotnega podroéja kijevske kulture, kazejo
neustaljenost naselitve (Sl. 8), njihova posledica pa je bilo izenaCevanje razlik in ohranjanje
enotnosti arheoloske kulture (Oblomskij 1994, 53). Kot da bi Praslovani tedaj korakali na mestu.
V jezikovnem pogledu je to najbolj smiselni ¢as najbolj enotne praslovanscine.

\% poznozarubinskem in zgodnjekijevskem obdobju obstajajo bezni stiki s Sarmati vzhodno

od reke Oskol. O preselitvi manjse skupine prebivalstva na sarmatsko ozemlje priéa grobisée
Injasevo v pore¢ju Hopra (Oblomskij 1991, 82). Razlagi, da so doloceni tipi sarmatskih loncev in
skied prevzeti od poznozarubinskega prebivalstva razvodja Dnepra in Dona (Oblomskij,
Tomasevié¢ 1993, 52), oporeka Medvedev (1993), ki dokazuje skupno starejse poreklo. Sicer pa so
bili na podrocju razvodja Dnepra in Dona najdeni le posamiéni predmeti sarmatskega izvora, v
zgodnjekijevski naselbini Sisino-5 pa je bilo najdeno okostjc, ki je antropolosko blizu sarmatskim
okostjem Podonja (Oblomskij 1991, 82; Oblomskij, Tomasevi¢ 1993, 52 s.).

Cernjahivska kultura (SI. 8: 5), ki se je postopoma Sirila proti vzhodu in severovzhodu je v
drugi polovici 3. st. zajela juzni del srednjedneprovske skupine kijevske kulture (Terpilovskij
1984, 82) in do zacetka 4. st. izpodrinila kijevsko prebivalstvo, kot kaze naselje Glevaha
(Terpilovskij 1988, 212). Tudi na ostalih kijevskih najdis¢ih se pojavlja uvozena cernjahivska
lonéenina, kijevska lon¢enina na nekaterih Cernjahivskih najdis¢ih pa naj bi pricala o prebivalcih
kijevskega izvora (Terpilovskij 1984, 83). V prvi polovici 4. st. se pojavijo nekatere cernjahivske
lastnosti v loncenini in stavbarstvu v skupini kijevske kulture ob Desni (Terpilovskij 1984, 83 s.).
V 4. st. je cernjahivska kultura zajela tudi juzni del razvodja Dnepra in Dona, ko kijevski sloj
Kurgan Azaka pokrije Cernjahivska poselitev (Oblomskij 1994, 50). Posamezne skupine pa so se
naselile $e severneje med kijevsko prebivalstvo, kar kazejo tamkajsnje spremembe v oblikah in
okrasu posodja ter pri gradnji his. Cernjahivsko najdi$ée Golovino 1 v poreéju Donca pa z
najdbami kijevske kulture kaze tudi obratni naselitveni tok (Oblomskij 1991, 115).

Prisotnost kijevskega prebivalstva v oddaljenem trgovskem sredi$¢u Lepesovka v Voliniji
(Séukin 1989, 208) Terpilovskij (1989, 246) razlaga s prihodom manjse skupine ljudi. - Zanimivo
je odkritje skupine najdis¢ v Budzakski stepi (SI. 8: 9) v juzni Moldaviji iz 3. in 4. St, ki se po
svojih znacilnostih loc¢ijo od sosednjih, po gradnji his pa se ujemajo s kijevsko kulturo
(Scerbakova 1987). Mikavna je razlaga, da gre za zadnji ostanek poznozarubinske skupine tipa
Rahni, ceprav bi enako lahko imel izvor v kaki drugi poznozarubinski ali zgodnjekijevski skupini.
Videti v njih Venede Peutingerjeve karte paje pretirano.

Jordanes (Getica, 116-120) opisuje vojne kralja vzhodnogotskih Greutungov Hermanarica z
razliénimi sevemimi ljudstvi, Heruli, Aesti in Veneti, ki naj bi si jih podvrgel. Arheoloski odraz
tega dogajanja je skusal ujeti M.Kazanski (1992), ob predpostavki, da so navedena ljudstva in
Goti imeli stike, ki so morali potekati po nekih poteh. S kartiranjem posamié¢nih najdb je
rekonstruiral tri tedanje glavne poti: Dnepr - Baltik, Baltik - Volga, Dnepr - Volga. Herma-
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naricovi pohodi, ki so se dogajali v drugi in tretji Cetrtini 4. St, so sli, z izjemo pohoda proti
Herulom ob izlivu Dona, po poteh Dnepr - Baltik, Dnepr - Volga. Njihov namen naj bi bil
predvsem gospodarski; dobiti nadzér nad trgovino z notranjostjo. Trgovsko blago naj bi bila
kozuhovina, jantar, verjetno pa tudi zlato ter med in vosek (Kazanski 1992, 94 s.). Obe poti (SI. 8:
7, 8) preckata ozemlje kijevske kulture, kar smiselno omogoca enadertje njenih prebivalcev s
slovanskimi Veneti, njihov vojaski poraz pa je lahko olajsal Sirjenje prebivalstva cemjahivske
kulture proti severu, kot ga kaze pregled kolonizacijske zgodovine.

Slovani (SI. 9, 10)

Gotski pritisk je pojenjal tisti hip, ko so 375 v stepe Pri¢rnomorja vdrli Huni (SI. 8: 6).
Gotski skupnosti Tervingov in Greutungov sta razpadli, nekaj let je divjala vojna skupin
prizadetih ozemelj na nacin vsakogar proti vsem, dokler jih niso Huni pritegnili v svojo
plemensko zvezo. Tisti del gotskih Tervingov, ki ni zbezal k Rimljanom, je pod vodstvom
Athanaricha vpadel v sarmatski Caucaland nekje v jugovzhodnih Karpatih (Wolfram 1979, 80 s),
gotski Greutungi pod vodstvom Vidimirja-Vinitharija pa na ozemlje Antov (SI. 9: 4), pripadnikov
alansko-osetinske skupine ljudstev med Donom in Kavkazom (Wolfram 1979, 311 ss). Na tem
prostoru omenja Ante ze Plinij (Naturalis historia VI, 35). Umik Gotov na obrobje prostora
nekdanje cemjahivske kulturg, proti zahodu v Panonijo in naprej ter proti jugovzhodu vse do
Kavkaza, dokazuje Tejralova karta razprostranjenosti plocevinastih zaponk in pasnih spon, ki kaze
izrazito spremembo v prostoru poselitve ob koncu 4. st. (citirano po: Bierbrauer 1992, Abb. 8).
Gotski napad je bil torej lahko vzrok, ki je povzrocil antsko preselitev (SI. 9: 5) v stepo med
Dneprom in Dnestrom, kjer so se nato do 6. st. slavizirali. Nekako podobno si lahko predstavljamo
slavizacijo Hrvatov, Ce je iransko osebno ime Horoathos na anticnem napisu iz Tanaisa ob ustju
Dona, res prvi zapis njihovega imena (Bezlaj 1976, 205), za katerega tudi Katici¢ (1993, 47) meni,
daje najmanj neverjetno iransko.

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Umik Gotov je v dobr$ni meri izpraznil prostor juzno od ozemlja Kijevske kulture,
predvsem pa je tam dokoncéno propadla njihova oblast, nova hunska pa je bila gospodarsko
povsem drugace naravnana in takoj pripravljena sklepati plemenske zveze. S stalisca sedanjega
poznavanja etnogeneze Slovanov, tako ne presenecajo vec podatki o prebivalcih Panonije sredi
5. st., ki sojedli proso, pili pija¢o iz medu - medos in drugo iz jeémena - kamos, imeli pogrebno
slovesnost-stravo, govorili jezik, ki ni bil ne hunski, ne gotski, ne latinski. Na vse to je opozoril ze
Niederle (1905, 135 s.), ki je v njih, ne brez razloga, videl Slovane. Arheolosko so ti Slovani se
nedokazani. Morda gre za Slovane, ki so ze prej ziveli v gotski plemenski zvezi in so se v svoji
tvarni zapuscini izenacili z okoljem.

Konec 4. st. (SI. 9) je prelom v poselitvi prostora razvodja Dnepra in Dona. Staro
prebivalstvo se odseli, verjetno proti jugozahodu, na podrocje levega pobrezja Dnepra, ki ga je
zapustilo prebivalstvo cemjahivske kulture. Tu se oblikuje zgodnjeslovanska kultura tipa
Penkovka. Njen nastanek je trenutno mogoce presojati predvsem po najdiséu Hitcy. Po mnenju
Oblomskega je zgodnjepenkovskemu najbolj podobno kijevsko gradivo iz ¢ernjahivskega obdobja
skupine ob srednjem Dnepru in skupine na razvodju Dnepra in Dona (Oblomskij 1991, 124 s)). To
nakazuje resitev, da pomemben del prebivalstva penkovske kulture predstavljajo priseljenci z
razvodja Dnepra in Dona. Na severni del prostora, ki so ga zapustili, pa se po analizi Oblomskega
(1991, 122 s.) priseli prebivalstvo kijevske kulture iz skupine ob Desni, ki ze kaze vse znacilnosti
zgodnjeslovanske kolo€inske kulture.

Predvsem v ukrajinski arheologiji je zelo vsidran model, ki razlaga nastanek tretje
zgodnjeslovanske-praske kulture kot genetsko nadaljevanje poznocernjahivske skupine najdis¢, ki
naj bi prezivela na ozemlju zubrecke skupine, naslednice poleske skupine zarubinske kulture
(Baran 1990; Kozak 1992). Po tem modelu bi imeli nekak dvojni izvor zgodnjeslovanskih kultur:
kijevski in cernjahivski. Ker so najdi$¢a, ki naj bi model dokazovala, nepopolno objavljena, je
mogoce le opozoriti na nekatere njegove dokazne slabosti.

Med prasko kulturo in zubrecko skupino je najmanj stoletna vrzel, ki jo zapolnjuje
cernjahivska kultura (Kozak 1992, Ris. 3). Podroéje najvecje gostote zgodnjepraskih najdis¢ ob
Dnestru in Prutu lezi vecinoma izven ozemlja zubrecke skupine. Uporaba vkopanih bivali$¢ ni
posebnost niti tega ¢asa, niti tega prostora. Prepriéljiva je videti trditev, da se kamnite peci rodijo
tu, morda res ze v ¢asu klasi¢ne ¢ernjahivske kulture v 4. St,, kar pa bi morala potrditi podrobnej$a
kronoloska obravnava. Vsi avtorji se strinjajo, da je do izgradnje kamnitih peci priSlo zaradi
krajevnih zelo priroénih najdis¢ ustreznega kamna. Uvedba kamnitih peci je torej pogojena
geolosko. Ze do tu se zdi z modelom nekaj narobe. Primer najdi$éa Teremcy pokaze njegove
nadaljnje slabosti, saj naj bi Slo za tipiénega predstavnika tiste skupine ¢ernjahivskih najdis¢, ki
pomenijo razvojno izhodisée praski kulturi. Najdisce je dvojslojno, spodnji sloj Baran (1990, 348)
datira v 4. St,, pripadata mu polzemljanki 3 in 13, ki sta brez peci, prostoroé¢na lonéenina pa v njiju
predstavlja le 2 % najdb. Polzemljanko 13 pokriva polzemljanka 10 s pecjo, ki pripada zgornjemu
sloju iz konca 4. do prve polovice 5. st. (Baran, 1988, Ris 31; Baran 1990, 348). Najdis¢e jasno
kaze, da je tudi tu prislo konec 4. st. do naselitvenega preloma, da starejsa piast pripada klasiéni
cernjahivski kulturi, nova pa se od nje lo¢i. Hkrati se nakazuje bistveni nesporazum; cernjahivski
kulturi so kot poznocernjahivska pristeta najdis¢a iz konca 4. st. in prve polovice. 5. st ki se od
prave cemjahivske kulture kar mocno razlikujejo.

Kdaj se cernjahivska kultura pravzaprav konca, je ze dolgotrajna diskusija. Zelo jasno je
njene ugotovitve povzel Bierbrauer (1992, 23) v mnenju, daje konec cemjahivske kulture okrog
370/380. Tedaj je bilo precej naselbin pozganih, kar je arheoloski odsev propada vzhodnogotskih
Greutungov, ki so ga povzrocili Huni. S ¢ernjahivsko kulturo genetsko povezana mlajsa grobisca
so le $e na obrobju njenega starega ozemlja na ¢rnomorski obali, Krimu ter izven starega ozemlja
do severnega Kavkaza in zgornjega Kubana. S podrobno analizo je njeno prenehanje v poznem
4. st. ponovno potrdil Tejral (1992, 235 s.). Da sledovi cemjahivske kulture v zakljucni stopnji
kijevske kulture (konec 4. st., prva polovica 5. st.) mocno oslabijo, je opazil tudi Oblomskij (1991,
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99), kar je razlozil z odhodom “cemjahivcev” (Oblomskij 1990, 148). Vecinski sloj najdisca
Teremcy torej res stoji ga cernjahivski naselbini, kar pa ne more biti razlog, da bi ga pristevali
cernjahivski kulturi. *“Cernjahivske” naselbine tipa Teremcy ob Dnestru in Prutu so torej
pocernjahivske. Od cemjahivskih najdis¢ istega podrocja se locijo tudi po tem, da ob njih se niso
bila odkrita grobiséa, kar naj bi bila posledica pogrebnih obicajev, ki niso zapustili sledi
(Magomedov, Vakulenko 1990, 134). Prostoro¢na lonéenina sedaj prevladuje, njeni oblikovni tipi
1-5 se pojavijo na prelomu 4. in 5. st. (Baran, Terpilovskij, Magomedov 1990, 154), torej jih v
starejSih cemjahivskih najdis¢ih ni. Nastete tipe naj bi druzil skupni izvor v poznozarubinski
posodi, ali pa v gradivu medre¢ja Dnepra, Dnestra, Zahodnega Buga iz prve Cetrtine 1. tisocletja,
ki vsebuje prvine zarubinske kulture (Baran, Terpilovskij, Magomedov 1990, 154). To pomeni. da
is¢ejo avtorji izvor v sto do dvesto let starejsem gradivu zubrecke skupine, ceprav hkrati priznajo,
daje 4. tip v kijevski kulturi eden od osnovnih (Baran, Terpilovskij, Magomedov 1990, 154).
Dejansko je mogoce vseh 6 oblikovnih tipov prostoroc¢ne lonéenine skupine najdis¢ tipa Teremcy
najti na podrocju kijevske kulture, ki ima svoje oblikovne tipe $e iz poznozarubinskega obdobja
(primerjaj: Baran, Terpilovskij, Magomedov 1990, Ris 24: 1-5, 7-9, 12, 13; Oblomskij 1991,
Ris. 8). - “Cernjahivska” najdisca tipa Teremcy se od pravih cemjahivskih najdis¢ istega podrocja
locijo po stavbarstvu, lonéenini, pogrebih obicajih in pripadajo mlajsemu ¢asu. Ocitna je razlika v
tlorisu naslebin, npr. cernjahivski sloj naslebine Sokol-Ostrovy in sloj druge polovice 5. st
naselbine Luka-Kavetcinskaja (Vakulenko, Prihodnjuk 1985). Vsega tega ni mogoce razloziti s
kontinuitetnim modelom, ampak le s prihodom novega prebivalstva (SI. 9 : 1; 10: 1). Kot kaze
loncenina, s podrocja kijevske kulture. To potrjuje tudi polzemljanka na Teremcih, ki ima osrednji
steber, kar je znacilnost kijevskih najdis¢ levega pobrezja Dnepra (Baran, Vakulenko 1990, 125).
Po doslej najbolj natan¢ni analizi poljskih posod praskega tipa je tudi Parczewski prisel do
mnenja, daje njihovo poreklo najbolj verjetno v kijevski kulturi (Parczewski 1993, 65). Uvedba
kamnitih peci, bi bila lahko dokaz, da so novonaseljeni Slovani naleteli na staroselsko
prebivalstvo in od njega prevzeli to gradbeno novost. Na prisotnost staroslecev bi kazala tudi
najdba loncarske delavnice v vasi Glubokoe, kjer so bile v lonéarski peCi najdene posode
provincialno-rimskih oblik, v stavbi sami pa posodapraske kulture (Baran, Prihodnjuk 1990, 236).

Dnestrska skupina “poznocernjahivskih” najdis¢ tipa Teremcy (SI. 10: 1) je dejansko torej
skupina zakljuéne stopnje kijevske kulture (SI. 10), ki je hkrati zacetek treh zgodnjeslovanskih
kultur: penkovske, kolocinske in praske. Hunski vpad, ki prezenc Gote, ustvari na severnem in
severozahodnem obrobju cernjahivske kulture prostor, ki ga naselijo Slovani. S tem se je zacelo
dolgotrajno slovansko razseljevanje, ki je izrabljalo postopno umikanje germanskih ljudstev.
Poleg te “zunanje” kolonizacije je stalno potekala tudi “notranja”, ki je za razumevanje
etnogeneze enako pomembna, kar je pokazat Lech Leciejewicz (1988) na primeru zahod-
noslovanskih naseljencev severne Rusije. Z osvajanjem vedno novih podroéij, so se kulturne
razlike med Slovani stalno vecale in k vecjemu izenaéenju niso pripomogle niti notranje selitve.
Stopnja kulturne enotnosti iz ¢asa kijevske kulture ni bila nikoli vec dosezena, praslovanséina je

zacela razpadati. Med Slovani so se izoblikovali razliéni etnosi (primerjaj: Leciejewicz
1989/1990).

The Slavs’ Ethnogenesis Mode! Based On Some of the Latest Research Findings

The author believes that a linguistic model ofthe development ofa Slavic language is the mainstay of the
model of the ethnogenesis ofthe Slavs. He says that the phonetic differentiation of the Slavic language did not
begin until the second halfofthefirst millenium A. D. The authorfinds the traces ofthe Slavic-Baltic linguistic
community in the third quarter of the first millenium B. C. in a cultural complex (figurel: 2-6) which coincides
with the area where there are still many river names of “Baltic ” origin to be found (figure 1: 1). Towards the
end ofthe 3rd century B. C. the southern borders of this territory were settled by the Venets. In the 3rd and 4th
centuries the southern borders of the Slavic territory were invaded by the Goths who incorporated the newly
invaded territories into their tribal dominion. The archeological reflection ofthe Slavic presence in thatperiod is
the Kiev culture. The Gothic influence was weakened in 375 when the Hunnic hordes invaded the steppes near
the Black Sea.

Since the Slavic peoples invaded many new territories the cultural differences among them became more
and more apparent. The level of the cultural unity of the period of the Kiev culture was a thing of the past and
gradually new languages were formed on the basis ofthe Old-Slavic language. The Slavic community began to
disintegrate and individual ethnicities wereformed.

On the
basis of the study of this document and other sources the author puts for a purpose to specify the placing of
tribes and people in relation to the large river ways and to find out the basic geopolitical interests of the
separate states in relation to thefunctioning oftrans-European river ways in theirpolitical-economic areas.

Uvedena Studia sa zaobera problematikou politickych a cirkevno-misijnych ambi‘cii'
Vatikanu na Rusi v 10. - 11. storoci, teda v obdobf, kedy prebiehala vyraznd konfrontacia v ramci
samotnej krest’anskej cirkvi medzi Vatikanom a Konstantmopolom (vysledkom bola schizma
1054) a v obdobf, kedy aj samotna Rus bola vo faze hl’adania vlastnej ideovo-politickej pozicie vo
vzt’ahu k ostatnej, civilizovanej Eurdpe.

Vatikan podnikal viacero krokov, aby prenikol jeho vplyv na Rus. Do roku 1054
diplomaticke vzfahy s papezom Rus udrziavala viac-menej formalne. Kyjevske kniezata posielali
posolstva do Rima len ako odpovede na posolstvd z Rima.

S prvymi pokusmi o Sirenie krest’anstva z Rima do vychodnej Europy sa stretavame uz v
9. storocf, ked’ papez Mikulas I. v roku 865 prejavil o tento priestor zaujem v posolstve cisarovi
Michalovi Ill. Ked’ sa mu o dva roky nato, po zavrazdem cisara, podarilo dosiahnut5zosadenie
patriarchu Fotia a nastupenie jemu nakloneneho Ignatia na patriarchalny stolec, vyslal na Rus
arcibiskupa, o com nas informuje Konstantin Porfyrogenet.

Podl’a byzantskych sprav boli niektori Rusi pokrstem uz koricom 9.storo€ia a v ramci Rusi
posobila aj ista cirkevna organizacia. Vatikan v 10. storoci podnikol viacero krokov na ozivenie
kontaktov a rozsi'renie svojho vplyvu smerom na Rus. Vyraznejsie sa o tychto snahach
dozvedame najma v obdobi vlady knaznej Ol'gy. Ta sa v roku 957 vypravila do Byzantskej rise,
kde prijala krst a meno Helena.

Ol’'ga po navsteve Carihradu r.957 posiata r.959 - ako o tom pisu nemecke kroniky -
posolstvo Otovi I. Tento fakt sa Casto vysvetl’uje, ze islo o snahu po neuspechu v Carihrade
obratif sa na Zapad a tam dosiahnut’ vytvorenie ruskej cirkevnej organizaciel K otvorengj
roztrzke s Byzanciou nedoslo, pretoze este r.960-961 sa ruski vojaci zucastnovali na byzantskych
vojenskych vypravach. V tomto pripade politicke ciele ruskeho posolstva na Zapade nie je
vhodne spajat’ s cirkevnymi pomermi na Rusi, ktore zaviseli na vzt’ahoch s Byzanciou, a v
pozvani biskupa islo skor o prekroéenie pravomoci ruskych poslov2.

Oto I. (936-967) vyuzil prichod ruskeho posolstva na to, aby mohol konkretnejsie naplnit’
svoj plan expanzie na Vychod - medzi Slovanov. Planoval zalozif dve nove diecezi - v Pol’sku a
na Rusi. Bremsky arcibiskup r.959 poveril mnicha Libutiusa z klastora sv. Adalberta v Mainzi
misijnou cestou na Rus. On vsak v case priprav na cestu zomrel a najeho miesto nastupil Adalbert
z klastora sv. Maximiliana v Lotrinsku, ktory v r.953-958 bol cisarovym notarom. V roku.961
pricestoval do Kyjeva ako rusky biskup, kde vsak narazit na vel’ky odpor obyvatel’stva a mnobhi
clenovia jeho doprovodu boli zabiti. Neuspech tejto misie iba potvrdzuje fakt o prekroceni
kompetencii ruskeho posolstva. Na druhej strane nesmieme zabudnuf na casovu zhodu prichodu
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Adalberta a nastupu Svjatoslava, kedy stratila mocenske pozi'cie Ol’gina krest’anska skupina.
J.Nikon dokonca v presunuti si'dla z Kyjeva do Preslavy po dobyti prveho bulharskeho carstva na
Balkane Svjatoslavom r.968 videl snahu vzdialit’ sa od kyjevskych kresfanov a od ich vplyvu3.
Jednym z faktorov Adalbertovho neuspechu mohla teda byf aj vyhrotena situacia medzi pohanmi
a krest’anmi v Kyjeve.

Nikonovsky letopis uvadza zmienku o pri‘chode dalsieho posolstva na Rus od papeza
Benedikta VII. V roku 979. Potom 60 Svjatoslava zabili Pec¢enehovia (s tichym suhlasom Byzancie),
dochadza k bojom medzi jeho synmi Jaropolkom (Kyjev), ktoiy zabit Olega (Drevljania) a
Vladimirom (Novgorod), ktory odiSiel k Varjagom. V tejto situacii pravdepodobne Jaropolk hl'adal
podporu u nemeckeho cisara Ota Il. v Quedlinburgu, kam priSlo r.973 jeho ruske posolstvo4. Jaropolk
mai kontakty aj s pol’skym panovnikom Meskom, ktory mohol byt prostrednikom Benediktovej
misie. Hned’ po krste Meska sa totiz zacali formovat’ priatel’ske vztiahy s papezom. R.966 asi na
prfhovor abatyse Mlady, Meskovej svagriny, papez podporil misijne hnutie pol’skeho dvora a povolil
vznik poznanskeho biskupstva, ktore bolo priamo podriaden¢ papezovi.

V poslednej stvrtine 10. storo¢ia dochadza na Zapade k vyznamnym zmenam. Nemecko sa
za Otu l.po neijspechu v Italii (951) a po porazke Mad’arov (955) zameriava vo svojej zahranicnej
politike najmil na Slovanov. Mocenske naroky na tizemie polabskych, pol’skych a éeskych
Slovanov, ako aj na vznikajuci uhorsky $tat, v ktorom bol slovansky podiel nezanedbatel’ny, isli
ruka v ruke so zaujmami krest’anskocirkevnymi. Biskupstva v Havelbergu, Brandenburgu, Misni,
Merserburgu a Zici sa r.968 podriadili arcibiskupstvu v Magdeburgu. Najeho éele nestal nikto iny
ako “rusky biskup” Adalbert, ktory mohol svoje skusenosti z pobytu na Rusi vyuzit’ pri
organizacii a riadem christianizacie Slovanov. Oto Il. na sneme v Quedlinburgu r.973, ktoreho sa
zucastnili kniezata a panovnici severnej i vychodnej Europy, predniesol svoj plan na vytvorenie
univerzalnej monarchii. V Pol’sku, Cechach i Uhorsku do8lo k vyznamnym politickym uda-
lostiam, ktore viedli k vytvoreniu prazskej a poznanskej diecezi a pokresfan¢eniu Mad’arov.
Najmii Uhorsko a Pol’sko, vo6i ktérym - na rozdiel od Ciech - nebol az taky silny nemecky tlak,
sa stali vyznamnou oporou papezskej politiky na vychode Europy. Ta sa viacerymi posolstvami
(968, 988, 991, 1000) snazila ziskat’ pre svoje zamery aj Kyjevsku Rusb.

Sviatoslavov syn Vladimir odisiel pred Jaropolkovym litokom k Varjagom, kde zorga-
nizoval vypravu, ktora by mu definitivne zabezpedila kyjevsky stolec. Ten ziskal v r.978 ako
pohan po vit’azstve nad krest’anom Jaropolkom6.

V roku 988 (989) knieza Vladimir prijal krest’anstvo nielen ako sukromna osoba, ale aj ako
statny nabozensky kult. VV tomto obdobi (986-1000) na Rus putovali styri papezove posolstva.
Prave tieto Caste kontakty Kyjeva s Rimom vedii historikov k domnienkam, ze neslo iba o
zdvorilostne navstevy. Najma posolstvo papeza Jana XV. v roku 988 vyvolava zvysenu pozor-
nost’. Nikonovsky letopis pise o stretnuti Vladimira s papezskymi postami v Chersonese, ktori
sem pravdepodobne doniesli relikvie sv. Klimenta rimskeho. B.D.Grekov o tomto posolstve
uviedol, ze mato za ciel’ odvratit’ Vladimira od spojenectva s Byzanciou7. Historik E.Winter
uviedol ze knieza Vladimir rokoval s papezom o organizacii ruskej cirkvi8. J.Kadlec v micani
byzantskych pramenov o ruskej cirkvi v tomto obdobi vidi jasny dokaz toho, ze organizacia ruskej
cirkvi za Vladimira bola dohodnuta s Rimom. Uvadza, ze z tohto obdobia sa vyskytuje aj zmienka
o ruskych biskupoch pri Vladimirovi. Najstarsie pramene oznacuju hlavu ruskej cirkvi titulom
arcibiskup, a nie metropolita9. Za zapadny prvok sa tiez povazuje existencia desiatkov a
Desjatinoj cerkvi v Kyjeve, ktora bola dokoncena r.996. Desiatok nebol totiz znamy v
byzantskom cirkevnom prave. Podl’a Kadleca aj zakonniky sv. Vladimira a Jaroslava maju svoj
zdroj v zakonodarstve latinskej cirkvil0,

Proti rozhodujucemu podielu Rima na organizovani ruskej cirkvi sa postavil A.Poppell

Zoznam byzantskych diecez z r.1087 uvadza na 60. mieste diecezu Rosiu. To znamena, ze
metropola na Rusi mohla vzniknuf medzi rokmi 988—989 az 997. S ¢im suhlasi aj Sekera, ked’
hovori, ze Teofilakt ako prvy metropolita mohol nastupit’ v r.991 alebo 996-997, pretoze medzi
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tymito rokmi nebol obsadeny carihradsky patriarchat12 Thietmarova kronika spomi'na, ze v r.1018
ma Kyjev svojho arcibiskupa, ktory sfdlil v katedrale sv. Sofie, ¢o tiez podporuje teériu o
byzantskej cirkevnej jurisdikcii nad ruskou cirkvou. Vzt’ahy medzi Carihradom a Kyjevom boli
iba cirkevne, preto ruska cirkev nebola spomenuta medzi byzantskymi metropolami, na rozdiel od
cirkvi na Cypre, ci v Bulharsku, ktore boli podriadene Byzancii aj politicky a patrili cisarovi.

Dal’sie posolstva papezskej kiirie v rokoch 991 a 1000 boli opatovane aj Vladirm'rom a obe
tieto posolstva boli sprevadzane aj postami pol’skeho a ¢eskeho krala, resp. ceskeho a uhorskeho.
Ich ztozenie odraza rimsku snahu vytvorit’ na vychode Europy silni krest’ansku koaliciu (jej
sucast’ou mala byt’ aj Kyjevska Rus) ako protivahu Nemecka i Byzancie.

Dynasticke zvazky Vladimfra s eurépskymi panovmckymi rodmi tiez neprotire€ia teériam o
papezskom vplyve.

Po smrti Ota Ill. nastupil na nemecky tron Henrich Il. - predstavitel’ nepriatel’skej politiky voci
Slovanom. Mierove pomery v strednej a vychodnej Europe sa skonCili. Pol’sky krai’ Boleslav Chrabry
prichadza s Otom Ill. v rozpati 15 rokov trikrat do vojenskeho konfliktu. Prva nemecko-pol’ska vojna
skoncila r.1005 poznanskym mierom, ktorym Pol’sko stratilo Luzicu a Milsko. Boleslav Chrabry sa
pravdepodobne rozhodol hl’adat’ spojenca na Rusi. Ako mozny sprostredkovatel” mu mal posliizit’
biskup Bruno, ktory sa chystal zacat’ christianizaenu misiu medzi Pe¢enehmi.

Pred prichodom do Kyjeva v r.1007 sa zastavil aj u Boleslava v Pol’sku. A s Vladimirovim
suhlasom potom odiSiel k Peéenehom. Kyjevska Rus, ktora viedla dlhoroéne boje s kocovnymi
krnenmi na juhu svojej krajiny pravdepodobne vyuzila pritomnost’ Bruna medzi nimi na
sprostredkovanie mieru. Nie je vylicene, ze Bruno vybavoval aj sobas Svjatopolka s pol’skou
knaznou a napisat aj list Henrichovi Il., ktoreho vyzval na spojenectvo s Pol’'skom13 R.1009 sa asi
stal obet’ou povstania Jatviagov proti Kyjevu. Problematika Brunovej misie, jej ciel’ov a zamerov,
vyvolava rozne vyklady, v mnohom aj protichodne. Napriklad historik Ramm tvrdi, ze legenda o
Brunovi sa viaze asi iba na Pruskol4.

Nastup Svjatopolka vyvolal odpor u jeho bratov. V krvavej vojne zahynuli Boris, Gleb i
Svjatoslav, ale Jaroslav proti nemu vystupil s novgorodskym vojskom a v r.1016 ho porazit.
Svjatopolk utiekol ku svojmu svokrovi Boleslavovi do Pol’ska odkial’sa v r.l 018 vratil s pol’skym
vojskom a Jaroslava porazit. Postoj Uhorska i Nemecka k rusko-pol’skemu konfliktu boi spociatku
pasivny. Henrich Il. po budys$inskom mieri, ktory ukondéil trctiu ncmccko-pol’sku vojnu, vsak
sFubil vojensky pomaoct’ PoFsku. V pol’skej vyprave sa ziiéastnili aj uhorski vojaci. Pritomnost’
Poliakov v Kyjeve vsak narazata na odpor miestneho obyvatel’stva. Pricinou nespokojnosti mohlo
byt” aj latinske duchovenstvo, ktdre prislo s Boleslavom, ¢i domaci knazi orientovani propol’sky,
ako napr. Nastas z Desjatinnoj cerkvila Boleslav chcel dobyte uzemie priputat’ aj sirenim
zapadneho krest’anstva, ako o tom svedcijeho ziadosf u papeza o biskupa pre Rus.

Pozicie Svjatopolka nazyvaneho aj Prekliatym v Kyjeve sa ukazali ako stabe, pretoze uz v
r.1019 Jaroslav, opierajuci sa o Novgorod, ktory za tuto pomoc dosiahol autondmnejsie
postavenie, zorganizoval proti Svjatopolkovi novu vypravu a tentokrat definitivne zi'skal kyjevsky
stolec. Boj 0 moc sa ukoncil r.1026 mierom s Mstislavom Tmutorakanskym, ktéremu odovzdal
vsetku vladu nad avym brehom Dnepra. Az Mstislavova smrt’ r. 1036 Jaroslavovi umoznila, aby
rozsiril svoju moc na cele viretie Rusi.

Zaciatkom 20-tych rokov prisiel na Rus bulharsky mnich Alexej ako biskup vyslany
papezom. Alexej vsak musel po case odist’ pre intrigy byzantskeho kleru na cele asi s Theopemp-
tosom, ktory od r.1038 stal na cele ruskej cirkvi v Kyjeve a predtym boi biskupom v Novgorode.
Misia Alexeja bola prezieravym politickym krokom Rima, ktory chcel prave cez slovanskeho
mnicha ziskaf pozicie v Kyjevels

\Y/ tomto obdobi otazka uplnej a defmitivnej organizacie ruskej cirkvi bola este
otvorena. Pre Jaroslava s jeho varjazskymi kontaktmi bola este stale nie celkom prijatePna By-
zancia, ale ani Rfm, aj ked’ sa uz jasne ukazovalo, ze Rim t’ahal za krat$i koniec. Formujiice sa
ruske duchovenstvo ukazato svoju silu v hnuti za kanonizovanie Borisa, Gleba ale a Olega.
Ojeho blizkej zviazanosti so zapadoslovanskymi ale aj juhoslovanskymi knazmi, najma vsak
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Cechmi, hovori aj fakt, ze uctievanie Borisa a Gleba sa spajato s kultom sv. Vaclava (obhajcu
slovanskej liturgie) a aj zivot sv. Vaclava boi na Rusi vel’mi rychto rozSireny. Uctievanie Borisa a
Gleba ako narodnych svatcov bolo naznakom autonomie ruskej cirkvi. Tato sa formovala ako
samostatna suéast’ byzantskej cirkvi. Na rozdiel od bulharskej cirkvi sa nesnazita aj o pravnu
nezavislost’ na carihradskom patriarchovil?. Ich pevne politicke postavenie umoznovalo obhajit’
cirkevnu autondmiu, aj ked’ pravne boli sucast’ou byzantskej cirkvi.

Prejavom sity domaceho duchovenstva bolo presadenie Luku Zidjatu na biskupsky stolec v
Novgorode, pretoze dovtedy taketo vysoke funkcie zastavali iba Greci.

Vytvorenie kyjevskej metropoly aj ked’ na cele s Grekom bolo vysledkom obratnej ruskej
politiky, ktora dokazala vyuzit’ zostrenie protikladov medzi Rfmom a Carihradom na zaciatku
11. storocial8 Bulharska cirkev, ktora mala tradi¢ne vel’ky vplyv v Rusku, po zniceni Bulharska
Byzanciou, uz nebola schopna podriadit’si rusku cirkev.

Od zadiatku 40-tych rokov sa Jaroslav vo svojej zahranicnej politike obracat aj na Zapad.
V r.1038 spotu s Nemeckom pomohol Kazimirovi k navratu do Pol’ska. Ten si vd’aka ruskej
pomoci upevnil svoju moc a spotu s Jaroslavom bojoval proti Maslavovi z Mazovska, ktoreho
podporovali Prusi a Pomorania. V januari 1043 vyslal Jaroslav posolstvo k Henrichovi Ill. prav-
depodobne v suvislosti s planovanyni sobasom Henricha s Jaroslavovou dcerou Annou.

V tom istom roku do$lo ku konfliktu Jaroslava s Byzanciou.

Myslienka autokefalnej ruskej cirkvi ziskavala na doraze aj vd’aka tomu, ze stolec
krest’anskeho metropolitu bol prazdny a neexistovala autorita, ktora by bola schopna obmedzit’
aktivitu ruskeho duchovenstva. Byzancia bola v polovici 11. storoCia vystavena drancovaniu
Peéenehmi. R.1051 dozrel ¢as na volbu hlavy ruskej cirkvi. Rusky klerus si zo svojho stredu
vyvolil llariona aby deklaroval svoju nezavislost’ na Carihrade. Michal Kerularios, s ktorym kvoli
jeho nekanonickemu vysvateniu za patriarchu, bol nespokojny byzantsky klerus, musel Ilariona
potvrdit’ aj ked” ho nemenoval, pretoze si nemohol dovolit’ zhoréenie vzfahu s Jaroslavom.

Potom, ¢o sa utok Peéenehov obratil aj proti Rusi, dochadza v r.1052 (1053) k rozhovorom
medzi Carihradom a Kyjevom o vzajomnej spolupraci v boji proti nim. Na tychto rokovaniach
byzantska strana predlozila poziadavku na rezignaciu llariona. llarion, aby neodporoval
carihradskemu patriarchatu, rezignoval. Dohoda Byzancie a Kyjevskej Rusi bola, ako bolo
zvykom, specatena sobasom medzi clenmi vladniicich rodin.

Udalosti z jula 1054, ktore bezprostredne viedli k cirkevnej schizme, ovplyvnili aj poziciu
Kyjeva. Viaceri historici sa domnievaju, ze cesta papezskych legatov z Carihradu do Rima viedla
cez Kyjev, kde Kerulariovu bulu povazovali za neplatnu.

Kratke obdobie samostatnosti ruskej cirkvi konci v r.1055, ked’ na prazdny stolec
kyjevskeho metropolitu nastupuje Grek Jefrem (Ephraim).

Uz na prelome 9. a 10. storoéia prichadzali na Rus v hojnom poéte misionari z Bulharska,
ktori boli vitanejsi ako grecki. Vedl’a nich tu pravdepodobne posobili aj latinski, ale ich vyznam
pre svojbytnu rusku kulturu je neporovnatel’ne mensi. Na prudkom rozmachu ruskeho
duchovenstva a narodnej kultury mali nezanedbatel’ny podiel aj slovanski knazi z ostatnych
krajin. Malo pozornosti sa venuje stupencom slovanskej liturgie v Cechach, Pol’sku a Uhorsku, a
preto do pozadia ustupuje ich podiel nielen v christianizacii Rusi, ale a na vytvarani jej
autonémneho cirkevneho zivota.

Jednou z pri¢in neuspechu papezskej politiky a latinskej cirkvi na Rusi boli prave tito stiipenci
slovanskej liturgie, ktori uz od ¢ias Adalberta, ci sv.Vojtecha boli tvrdo prenasledovani. Cele
11.storoCie existovalo prepojenie Kyjevskej Rusi so slovanskymi knazmi v Cechach, Pol’sku
i Uhorsku.

Po nastupe Gregora Vll.sa tlak voci slovanskej liturgii vystupnoval. Pol’sko, Cechy i
Uhorsko sa postupne uplne zacienili do mocenskej sfery Zapadu. Predchadzajiici tolerantny
pristup k slovanskej liturgii sa stratil. Uz v 10. storoCi sa zacalo s likvidaciou samostatnej
chorvatskej cirkvi; tento proces sa o necele storoéie vypuklejsie prejavil v Cechach. Zastanca
slovanskej liturgie Vratislav Il.ziadal v r.1080 papeza Gregora VIl.0 povolenie tejto liturgie. Jeho
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ziadost’ vsak zostata nevypocuta. Priid bojujuci o pestovanie staroslovienskej reéi v liturgii
existoval aj v Pol’sku.

@) kontaktoch Kyjevskej Rusi s Cechmi hovorf sprava o prineseni pozostatkov sv. Borisa a

Gleba do Sazavy (slovanskeho klastora zalozeneho r.1032). Tlak proti slovanskej liturgii v
Cechach zosilnel najma po smrti Vratislava Il.a prud utecencov nachadzal uto€isko na Rusi.

Nastupom Jefreima na Kyjevsky metropolitny stolec dochadza v ruskej cirkvi k mensej
stagnacii. Radikalne narodne kri'dlo svoj boj za samostatnu cirkev prehralo. Prejavilo sa to na
osude Luku Zidiatu, novgorodskeho biskupa, ktory stravil tri roky v kyjevskom vazenf. Po smrti
Jaroslava Mudreho v r.1054 sa zretel’nejsie prejavili tendencie k rozdrobenosti, a to aj napriek
nastupnfckemu poriadku, ktory Jaroslav ustanovil. Nejednotnost’ Jaroslavicovcov sa prejavovala
najma v ich rozdielnej orientacii na zahranicie. lzjaslav Kyjevsky sa orientoval na Pol’sko (bol
manzelom dcery Kazimfra Obnovitel’a), Svjatoslav Cernigovsky na Nemecko a Vsevolod
Perjaslavsky na Byzanciu.

Povstanie Kyjevéanov proti Izjaslavovi v r. 1068 vyprovokovane obavami z vpadu Polovcov
bolo namierene proti grekofilstvu starsfch Jaroslavicovcov, ale aj proti katoHckemu duchovenstvu
v druzine pol’skej princezny - manzelky lzjaslavalQ Dal’sia cirkevna autorita, biskup Feodosij
podporoval opravnene naroky lzjaslava na trén, aj ked’ ho znepokojovali Izjaslavove sympatie ku
katoh'ctvu a'PoFsku. Kyjevcania zosadili Izjaslava ajeho miesto zaujal Svjatoslav. Ten vsak bol o
rok neskor zosadeny lzjaslavom, ktdremu pomohol Boleslav Smely.

Situacia sa opakovala aj v r.1073. Vyhnany lzjaslav vsak uz v Pol’sku nenasiel takii
priaznivii situaciu ako pred niekol’kymi rokmi. Boleslav Smely sa tiez dohodol s jeho bratom
Svjatoslavom. lIzjaslav preto odisiel k nemeckemu cisarovi Henrichovi IV., ktory bol v tom case
zaneprazdneny konfliktom s papezom. Ten poslal do Kyjeva Burchardta, ktory pozadoval od
Svjatoslava opustenie stolca20. Diplomaticka aktivita lzjaslava vsak neprestavala. V r.1075 jeho
syn Jaropolk hl’'adal pomoc u Gregora VII. Za sl'ub uznania zvrchovanosti Rima nad ruskou
cirkvou a premenenie Kyjevskej Rusi na Iéno sv. Petra Jaropolk, ktory prijal meno Peter, vymohol
od papeza bullu, podla ktérej kniezacia moc v Kyjeve mala prej'st’ z ruskeho kral’a Izjaslava -
Dmitrija na Jaropolka - Petra. Tri dni po napisani tejto bully papez poslal pol’skemu kral’ovi
Boleslavovi list, v ktorom ho karat, ze olupil Izjaslava a prikazal mu, aby pokfady vratil.

V roku 1076 sa situacia zmenila. V Kyjeve zomret knieza Svjatoslav, tym sa uvolnil kniezacf
prestol a lIzjaslav sa mohol navratit’ do Kyjeva. Nie vsak nadlho, pretoze uz v r. 1078 aj on nasleduje
Svjatoslava a na kyjevsky stolec nastiipil manzel byzantskej princczny, knieza Vsevolod.

Hoci si papez Gregor VII. zabezpecil oficialne podriadenie si Rusi Vatikanu korunovanim
Jaropolka-Petra, pokus urobit’z Rusi papezske leno sa zmaril.

V suvislosti s tymito udalosfami boli zhotovene miniatiiry Trevfrskeho Zzaltara. Na jednej z
miniatur je namal’ovany apostot Peter s kl'ucom a vpravo od neho dve postavy v bohatych
purpurovych odevoch s korunami na hlavach. Nad muzskou postavou je rusky napis “Jaropolk,
zenska postavaje bez mena. Pri Petrovych nohach je modliaca sa druha zenska postava v kniezacom
riichu s napisom “matka Jaropolkova®. Na druhej miniature je zobrazeny Jezis, ktory vklada koruny
na hlavy kniezacfch manzelov. Za muzskou postavou stojf sv. Peter a za zenskou sv. Irena. Na tejto
miniature je teda zobrazena korunovacia Jaropolka-Petra ajeho zeny, ktoru volali Irina.

Roku 1080 nemecky cisar Henrich IV. vymenoval protipapeza Klimenta Ill., ktory poslal na
Rus kardinala Gregora (v r. 1088-1089), aby predniesol ruskemu metropolitovi Janovi Il. navrh na
zjednotenie cirkvf. Kardindl Gregor vykonal na Rusi prakticky dve lilohy. Mai pripravit’ svadbu
cisara Henricha IV. s ruskou knaznou Evpraksijou, dcerou Vsevoloda Jaroslavovica, ktora
ovdovela vo svojich 20. rokoch po smrti svojho prveho muza markgréfa saskeho Henricha Stade.
Druha uloha kardinala Gregora mala konfesionalny charakter, mai zblizit’ rusku a rfmsku cirkev.
Na tieto jeho navrhy odpovedal metropolita kyjevsky Joan II. (+1089) posolstvom a listom
Klimentovi 1ll. o rozdieloch grecko-ruskej pravoslavnej cirkvi a latinskej viery. V tomto liste
Joan Il. zdéraznil, ze on nemoze rozhodovat’ o zbhzenf pravoslavnej a katolfckej viery, pretoze to
prislucha konstantfnopolskemu patriarchovi.
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I ked’ posolstvo Klimenta Ill. prislo do Kyjeva v najvacsej skromnosti a snhazilo sa 60

najviac vyjsf v ustrety kniezafu Vsevolodovi, misia nepriniesla ocakavane vysledky. Protipapez
Kliment lIll. totiz dufal spolocne s Henrichom V., ze si rozsfria svoj vplyv na Rusi vo vacsej
miere ako proti nim bojujhci Urban 1. (1088-1099).

Svadbou s Evpraksiou si chcel Henrich zabezpeéit5fmanenu pomoc od Vsevoloda proti
Urbanovi Il. Zaroven uznanie Klimenta Il. duchovnou hlavou cirkvi a tesne prfbuzenske zblizenie
cisara s kniezafom by posilnilo pozfeie protipapeza Klimenta.

Korektne jednanie patriarchu Joana a kniezafa Vsevoloda vsak dalo jasne najavo
Klimentovi i Henrichovi, ze Kyjev je ochotny viesf so Zapadom diplomaticke a obchodne styky
bez toho, aby cisar a papez sa mie$ali do vnutornych zalezitostf Kyjevskej Rusi. Mdzme teda
konstatovaf, ze metropolita Jan Il. navrh Gregora odmietol2l To bola posledna zmienka o
kontakte Rfma a Kyjeva v 11. storocf.

Ljube¢skym zjazdom r.1097, na ktorom bola sformulovana nova zasada vzajomnych vzfahov
medzi ruskymi kniezatami bol de iure zakotveny stav feudalnej rozdrobenosti, ktorym sa koncf
obdobie silneho ruskeho statu - Kyjevskej Rusi. Vlada Vladimira Monomacha a jeho syna
Mstislava v r.l 113-1132 boli uz iba snahou o renesanciu slavnych casov Vladimira a Jaroslava.

Vatican's Political and Church Propagation Ambitions in Russ in the 10th- 11thCentury

The study deals with Pape's political and church propagation ambitions in Rus *in the I(fh || hcenturies.
This was aperiod ofquarrels within the Christendom, between Rome and Constantinople, resulting in the Great
Schism of 1054. Moreover, it was also a period when Rus’ was seeking to establish its own ideological and
political position in relation to the rest ofcivilised Europe.

The auther says that Papecy made several attempts to extend its influence into Rus’, but up to 1054, Rus’
diplomatic relations with Rome were maintained rather pro forma: Kievan princes would send envoys to Rome
only to respond to missions receivedfrom this. The veryfirstrecords revealingthe interest ofpapacy in Rus’
appeared in the 9th century. Nevertheless, the attempts ofthe Pope toextend his influenceto Rus ’remained only
sporadic.

A new development in relations between Vatican and Rus ’occurred in the second halfofthe 1llhcentury
as a response to the turbulent events in Rus’following the death of Yaroslav the Wise.

Prince, Grand Prince

Even in the earliest sources the leader ofthe Eastern Slavonic tribes was the prince (knjaz)1l
The first Old Russian Chronicle (PVL) calls the leader of the Varangian-Russian arriving “from
overseas” princes, too and alludes to their governing activity by making use of the verb
“knjazhit . After the establishment of the Kievan Rus we have plenty of information about
princes, of whom the lord of Kiev, the grand prince emerges3. These data support the view that the
origin of the princely power was to be found within tribal frameworks. The Kievan Rus as an
alliance of tribes as well as the unification of the Eastern Slavonic tribes gave birth to the very
power of the grand prince which in turn is an organic continuation of former development. There
was no change in quality comparable to cases elsewere where the coronation of a king symbolized
the creation of a monarchy. The emergence of the grand prince from among the other princes can
be identified as the establishment of the tribal alliance (the Kievan Rus), and the princes are
leaders of tribes rather than tribal alliance4.

Concerning the activity of the princes we only have evidence from the time after the
establishment of the Kievan Rus. This holds especially true of the grand prince. He is the one who
leads the troops to battles, decides the matters of war and peace, pronounces on questions of
religion and is also chiefjustice. Wars brought princes into conflict with one another (eg. lIgor and
the Drevljan Mai)5 yet when marching against Byzantium, and in the battles on the steppes the
leaders and armies of the tribes paying taxes to Kiev must have joined the Kievan grand prince.
Unfortunately enough, there are no records from the proceeding periods, one can only make
conclusions on the basis of late practice and usual behaviors on the steppes. The persen who
concludes peace and alliance with Byzantium on behalfof “all the Rus” is the grand prince again.
There is no word in the PVL of the presence of other princes. It merely enumerates the names of
those escorting the grand prince. The only witness of the role of the grand prince in pagan rites is
the act of Vladimir when he erects the idols depicting the gods on the castlehill of Kiev6. The
sphere of jurisdiction of the prince can be proved on the basis of the articles of the Pravda7. The
majority of these reveals a system based on customary law which allows the presumption that the
jurisdictional function of the prince can be traced back to earlier times.

Even if data do not abound, we can justifiable identify the prince as a tribal aristocrat in the
earliest sources. Under these circumstances it was his decent in blood which predestined him for
this role. With the establishment of the Kievan Rus as an alliance of the tribes a “prince above the
other princes”, i. e. a grand prince (veliky knjaz) emerged. The first grand princes were of the
Varengian-Russian origin yet during the 10th century - from Syatoslav onwards - they adopted

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Slavonic names. The reason for this change in names may have been the Slavification of the
Varegian-Russian aristocracy as well as their intermarriage with regional Slavonic aristocrats. The
Varangian-Russen princes became closer relatives of the Slavs after arriving to Kiev. This was
especially true of the tribe of the Poljan who lived around Kiev. It is no more chance that the PVL
of the early 12th century names the Poljan8 in the first place out of all the Slavonic tribes and
emphasizes those of the Varangians-Russian who were honoured as the ancestors of the princes at
the turn ofthe 11-12th centuries. This explains to us why there are no other surviving lists of the
names of the nobility of other Eastern Slavonic tribes. The latter after all, were the emnemies of
the Poljan-Varangian (Russian tribal nobility who managed to consolidate the power of the grand
princeg.

After the creation of the Kievan Rus it was not only the grand princes who were members of
these elite. The descendants of the grand princes and they played a considerable role in the
government of the expanding Rus. We sometime have evidence of the most important princely
marriages10- with special request to the daughters who were married abroad or the alien wives of
the princes. These records, however, are very selective for quite often not even the births of the
daughters of princes were recorded. There are inevitable deficiencies if we try to draw the female
line of the princely “family tribe”. Due to the lack of data we can only have presumptions: thee
sons of the Kievan grand prince came to the conquered centres and intermarried there with the
former tribal elites. This personal link can have been the background for such attempts as to
withold the taxes due to Kiev. On the other hand, this explains the loyalty of the local elite to
certain persons. Nevertheless we do not want to attribute an overemphasized significnce to these
connections which cannot be taken for granted. The election of the person of the prince, his
calling in, or driving away reveal a somewhat different picture.

The relations between the grand prince and the other princes have been a controversial
question1l Certainly, there are relatives within the princely dynasty who, however, with time
passing by become more and more remote relativess. It seems to have been a general custom
accepted de iure that all the adult males of the princely dynasty had a share in the power (incomes,
prestige etc.) of the dynasty. De facto, however, the indirect relatives were often bereft of these.
According to law there was a difference among the adult males of the dynasty based on age
(senioratus, starsinstvo). Attempts were made to give force to the principle of primogeniture. The
links between the princes are described in the chronicles with terms like father, son or brother.
The actual degrees of relations in the case of collateral relatives are often misleading, yet they are
referred to as if they were direct relatives. The reason for this might be that in the Kievan Rus
after the conversion to Christianity, which went alongside with the establishment of the state, the
procedure of the breaking up of the former links of relatives in blood was very slow and was not
replaced by an impersonal institutional set of connections which would have cleared the relations
between the grand prince and other princes. Only this could have safeguarded the shrinking of the
circle of those entitled to the chief power.

Thereby the other members of the dynasty could have found their way to the nobility.
Actually, what we can see is a group ofthe blood relatives on top ofthe society the differentiation
of which proved to be an enormously slow procedure. The differentiation is shown by the
emergence of some members of the group. An example for this is the mid-12th century when the
“duumvirate”meant the creation of a kind of a fictional father-son relation22 replacing the actual
relation in blood. The “duumvirate” worked in the second half of the 12th century and it soon
expanded to the division of power between persons as well as branches of the dinasty13 It seems
to have been more efficient and enduring than the “triumvirate” ordered by Yaroslaw the Wisel4
On the other hand, we also have evidence that some persons had to leave the dynasty - such as
Ivan Berladnik15and his son - which was a consequence of the lack of a volost. This phenomenon
can have been rather frequent but the chronicle only relates of cases when the desire to obtain a
volost was very resolute. There can have been sporadic attempts in the background even in cases
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where we practically know nothing of a person besides his place on the family tree. The links
among princes were therefore less and less dependant on actual connections in blood. What was
essential was the obtaining of an independent income (volost) which did not mean an estate but
rather the taxes drawn from it. In the absence of estates it is useless to define this system of
princes as vassalage what is often done in Russian historical literaturels The expansion of the
notion of vassalage to clan links is not justified in our estimation and only leads to a confusion in
terminology.

The incomes o fthe prince

The PVL tells us that the main income of the prince and his escorts was the tax (dan’). The
chronicle uses this term in reference to the income which e.g. the Russian laying siege to
Constantinople received from the emperor in return for their retreatl7, although this could rather
be identified as the “price of the plunder”. As to preys, the princes of the 9th - 10th centuries
probably got hold of a lot of them, after all, the Greek settlements on the shores of the Black Sea
must often have shared the fate of Constantinople. A further source was constituted by the fights
against the Petchenegs and Kazars. The chronicle uses the term danj also in cases when the
Kievan grand princes levied taxes on the conquered tribes after they had subjugated them. All this
was a sign of dependencel8 The collection of the tax was first done personally by the prince, he
travelled with his escorts in the territories under his rule and collected his due. Hence the name of
collecting the tax: poljudje (see e.g. lgor’s case with the Drevljan)19 Similar cases may have
occurred elsewhere, too. The PVL relates the expansion of the power of the prince Vladimir over
different Eastern Slavonic tribes in a way that prince “sends a message” and asks “to whom they
used to pay taxes”. The usual answer was this: “to the Kazars”. Then Vladimir replies: “Do not
pay taxes to the Kazars but to me!”2 This tale-like story throws light upon the fact that the
expansion of the Kievan princes replaced the Kazars who had levied taxes on the people2l The
taxes were surely composed of natural goods at hand. Basically, it was the usual system of taxing
among nomadic tribes on the steppe. The obligation to pay taxes was a crucial element in
maintaining the link to Kiev both at the time of Vladimir’s establishment of the state and in later
periods. The tax was due to the Kievan grand princeZ. In the mid-12th century, for example,
Izyaslav Mstislavich and Yuri Dolgoruky debated on who was to receive the taxes of the
territories ranging from Novgorod to Volhynia23 At the same time, the process of gaining
independence of Kiev is shown in declining and stopping to pay taxes24. Taxes were paid together
by a tribe or the inhabitants of a given territory, so there can be no word of anything like a
personal link behind this.

Another important source of princely incomes was the share of the profit of trade. They
could hardly have got hold of precious metals in any other way. There are no early data for this
but later practice in Novgorod reveals that the merchants paid for the selling on the market (torg)
as well as the use of authentic weights, the deposit of goods etc2. The Kievan grand prince gave
over some ofthe incomes from a certain territory to someone else, thereby resigning his right over
a territory (volost'). Nevertheless, he had to receive taxes from these territories in the future, too.
This system of handing over of incomes is known as “nutrition” (=kormlenjije)26.

The prince received important incomes from jurisdiction as well. The text of the Short
Pravda does not always relate how much of the penalty fine was due to the aggrieved party as a
preparation and how much was due to the prince. An exception is constituted by the 41st - 42nd
articles ofthe short Pravda where out of a fine of 12 grivna 10 went to the prince27. The thief who
stole a ladja paid 30 resants to the aggrieved party and 60 to the prince (Short Pravda article 35).
The place ofjurisdiction was always the court of the prince, the thief e.g. had to be taken there
(Short Pravda article 38). The share of the assistant helping with performing the punishment and
collecting the fine was regulated, too. (Short Pravda, article 42), he was entitled to enjoy natural
provision for a week28.
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Finally, the prince coued dispose of some kind of personal property as well. According to
articles 71-75 of the Expanded Pravda is was punishable if somebody removed the signposts of
frontiers. These are proof of private property their removal invited a fine of 12 grivnas. We have
no information on what was between these posts. The only exception is the 72nd article of the
Expanded Pravda whose we can read of the borderlines of the rows of hives the signposts between
courts as well as “borders of fields”. The Expanded Pravda was compiled around the year 120030
its passages reveal information on this time period. The grazing of cattles was primarily
characteristic of the southern region. The horse was an essential animal and served primarily for
transport and war rather than economic purposes. It is not a chance that the law book underlines
the punishment for those who steal studfarms3L As it seems, only the prince and the nobility
possessed studs. Via the natural taxes the prince probably received other goods produced by
Kievan economy, too. The bones of animals in exvacation sites bear witness of horse, cattle,
sheep, goat as well as swine. Eastern Europe abounds in rivers and forests which provided great
opportunities for fishing and hunting. Hunting is a proof of the excessive humber of smaller furred
animals furs were especially very precious goods which sold well on the market. A similarly
important activity in woods was the bee-keeping. According to the punishments envisaged in the
Pravda it must have been a significant source or income as the tools and goods of bee-keeping
were protected from thieves. The goods provided by the woods gave the most important elements
of trade and taxes3 Salt was a significant commercial article, too, which was transported to Kiev
from the southwestern parts of the Rus’ (Galicia). This can partly explain the special importance
of Galicia and its relative wealth.

The precious metals - especially silver - came to the Rus by means of trade, too. It came to
the courts of princes in the forms of unminted silver blocks (grivna) which originated as a form of
tax and penalty fine. The grand princes of Kiev had silver coins minted in the 11th century
(screbrenniki). Aspects of prestige must have played a rather important role here as the amount
was very small. We only know six of the coins of Yaroslav the Wise. This smad amount was
unable to push away the use of the grivna and that of the natural money out of the commerce of
the Kievan Rus. In the commerce of the Kievan Rus as concerns foreign trade, the coins minted
outside the Rus were in use. It was only under Dmitry Donskoy that minted coins (djengi)
reappeared in Eastern Slavonic parts33,

The Prince and the Attendats

The emergence of the princes from among the tribal and clan nobility was facilitated by the
escorts of the prince (druzhyna)34. The presence of the attendants is a usual characteristic of
barbaric societis in transformation and differentiation, so the druzhyna as such is a good sign to
the state of development of the Kievan Rus. The escorts can help with the differentiation of th
society inasmuch they create circumstances for the prince they support in which he can make his
will through among the people surrounding him. The arrival of the Varangian-Russians in the
Eastern European region was of great importance for the originally tribal and clan leaders
(kn’azhi). The merchants and the warriors of the Varangians used the Eastern Slavonic noblemen
to make the tribes of the area to pay them taxes. The process of the establishment of a special
power of princes was accelerated by the integration of the warriors into the escorting groups ofthe
Eastern Slavonic kn’azhi. Everywhere, rit was the escorts who very soon created a group of
assimilation for those coming from various backgrounds as to their ethnicity. Without the
escorting group the origin was of no significance any more, all were united in the service of the
prince. Their further fate depended on the goodwill of the prince, too. For the princes the non-
Slavonic, i.e. alien escorts were more important than the local ones (although we have to reckon
with the latter ones as well) as the clans of these constituted no hindrakce in fulfilling the
commands of the prince. In return for the service the prince had to provide the escorts with food,
clothes and arms. The taxes did not always prove sufficient for this. Prince Igor, for instance, who
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lived in the 10th century, had to die because he would have needed twice as much taxes for
meeting the demands of his escorts as he disposed of.

In order to make good for the deficit in incomes looting raids and campaigns were started on
several occasions. Especially Constantinople and the Greek merchant cities at the Black Sea were
targeted whence goods could be confiscated which otherwise would have been unattainable in the
form of taxes3b. For the same reason, the further conquests among the Eastern Slavonic tribes, was
a pressure: thereby taxes could be increased. Increased incomes made possible the provision of
more attendants. In the early times they must surely have had a considerable part in facilitating the
levying of taxes on trade along the river Dnipro. Later it becomes a kind of a custom. Kiev
enjoyed a favourable geographic position which contributed to greaterr incomes from plunder and
taxes for the grand prince. Than in the case of other emerging noblemen of tribes and clans. This
circumstance helped with the creation of the office of the grand prince3.

The attendants meant both advantages and duties for the prince. He was partly dependant on
them. He regularly conferred with members of the escorts (druzhinniki). In fact, he was expected
to do so. (dumi). At the outset, all of these members lived in the direct neighbourhood of the
prince, they lived and ate together. From the 12th century on wards we are familiar with seni, the
past of the fortresses where the prince had feasts (pir) with the congregated members of his escort.
According to excavations the seni was a building with a roof yet with open side-walls. This was a
place where in case of unfavourable weather even a larger group of people told to be seated
comfortably. Although all the members lived close to the prince, not all of them received the same
portion of incomes which was the reason for a hierarchy among them. The first signs of this were
the articles of the Short Pravda where the wergilds of some of the officials of the prince
(ognishchanin, starshy konuh) were doubled37. A closer and a broader circles were formed, the
smaller and the larger escorts, in the Slavonic usage the younger and the elder escorts.

The members usually had to serve the prince by armed assistance. Some of them were
lighted above the “average” by special commission which led to a further differentiation among
them. The prince and his attendants could not always stay in the same place. The actual
government of the volost' 8 was the charge of one of the members who was called either namestnik
or posadnik. In case of recruiting an army the voyevoda and tys’acky assisted to prince. Certainly,
only the reliable ones could emerge from among the others. Descent and birth played no role in this
respect. In the 12th century even the “diplomats” of the princes came from the ranks of the boyars.
A good example is Piotr Borislavich®, who was commissioned by Grand Prince Yz’aslav
Mstislavich many times. The posadnik and the voyevoda were by fulfilment of their work
physically farther apart from the prince yet by their special tasks they distinguished themselves. It
was inevitable that they obtained more incomes from the prince. The Povest calls the governors of
the prince boyars. The boyars can therefore be identified as having originally been members of the
escorts but they were separated from the others very soon for the abovementioned reasons0. As
governors of the prince they must have played an important role in collecting the incomes of the
latter. This is also shown by the fact that at the time of the troubles in Kiev (1068, 1113, 1147 etc.)
they were prime targets of the fury ofthe peoples. Their houses were plundered and sacked4'. There
are no allusions in either to Povest’ or the Pravda that they were landowners. The relations between
the boyars and the prince were in transition and based on the escorting of the prince. These relations
were realized through the part of princely incomes given over as “nutrition”42 The whole situation
carried the germss of independence for the boyars. This procedure ended at the end of the 13th
century43. The presence or absence of land in the case of boyars is even more difficult to argue for or
against than in the case of princes. We only have evidence of boyars who were landowners from as
late as the 14th - 15th centuries Novgorod44.

The other embers of the escort retained their close contacts with the prince as they continued
to live together with him in the same household (mladshaya druzhina)4s. The members of the
smaller escort were denoted with the overall expression grid’ / grid’ba, which came from the

Scandinavian grid and meant “personal servant” or “bodyguard”. A process of differentiation
came about within the armed attendant, too. They groups which belonged here were known as
d’etskiye, otroki, pasinki, kostchei and tchado. The d’etskiye was the upper stratum of the smaller
escort. They were present at the “conferences” (dumi) of the prince with the boyars. The d’etskie
were composed from the free people. They are recorded in the sources from the 12th century
onwards yet they were rather figures of the time of partial principalities. They actually
corresponded the Western European ministerials. The otroki were non-free persons in the
neighbourhood of the prince. One of the famous otroki was Goergi, a servant of the martyr Boris
Vladimirovich Georgi happened to be of Hungarian descent and he wanted to defend his lord
from the murderers attacking him. The pasinki and the kostchei are present in the records from the
12th century onwards, too. Nevertheless, they are not mentioned very frequently. The latter can
have meant Turkish (Cumanian, Volga-Bulgar) element infiltrating into the druzhina. Both
expressions mean servants at court of the prince. When Andrei Bogoljubsky was murdered, there
was only one young kostchei in his escort who may have been of Vola-Bulgarian birth. The
lowest in rank ofthe servants of the prince were the tchado.

As the relations between the princes were described with terms denoting degrees between
relatives, the same notions were used to reflect the relations between prince and escorts46. All this
was a by-product of the slow transformation of the barbaric-tribal society. The boyars separated
from the larger druzhina breaking up fairly soon. From the turn of the 12th - 13th centuries they
created an indepenent stratum, nonetheless maintaining their contracts with the attendants even in
the late 13th century. The transformation of the smaller attendants was a slow process, too. It
leads to the formation of the court of the prince. This process, however, started late. After the
period of the partial principalities. The most important officials at the court of the prince were the
tiun and the kluchnik coming from the ranks of the holops47. We have also evidence of metchniks
(sword-carriers), britchets (custodians), as well as nurses and tutors. In the Kievan period and the
time of partial principalities they were still very close to the other members of society and their
court was more important as a place where guests gathered than from an economic prospective.

The escorts were completed with the Varangians in the 9th - 10th centuries, whereas the
12th century the Turks of the stepp started to dominate: in the north the Volga-Bulgarians, in the
south the Uz, Tork and Cumanian ethnicity was predominant. The relations between the prince
and his escorts, the regular meetings and feasts (dumi, piri) were characteristic of the relations
between the grand prince and the other princes, too. Their meetings and talks were referred to as
“s’om, s’ezd, sobor”48. Actually, the linles between the grand prince and the other princes can be
conceived of as a virtual escorting relation, a special system which cannot be derived from either
Byzantine or Kazar examples.

The most objective patterns of social differentiation can be taken from the early laws such as
those regulating the sum of wergild (vira) in case of murders. The Short Pravda reveals the “basic
text” of the paying of the wergild in its part from the era of Yaroslav the Wise. In this, besides the
wergild the blood fuedd was allowed for the closest relatives (father, son, brother, nephew). The
sum of the wergild was 40 grivnas for a free person (muzh)49. After a few decades, besides to 40
grivnas to be paid for the free man the doubled wergild (80 grivnas) appears if the crime of murder
was committed against a person who stood in the service of the prince, e.g. ognishchanin, tiun of the
prince, chief marechal (konuh). (Short Pravda 19.)3 However, in question was of lower rank, e.g.
the provost of one of the villages (starosta), a nurse who was the prisoner, or a djadjko, i.e. a teacher
of the prince’s children (Short Pravda 24, 27)5L Social differences are reflected in the case of fines
for bodily, harms, too. Here, punishments were primarily regulated accoding to the wounds caused,
but we can detect a sharp distinction between free persons and servants. The latter cannot be made
responsible for the harms done by themselves their lord have a vouch for them financially. It is a
sign of distinguished position of the Varagian-Kolbjags that they did not have to bring witnesses to
the court, their oaths sufficed. (Short Pravda 10.)3 According to the laws the extreme strata of
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society can be distinguished: the elite serving the prince, the ones with a double wergild. There were
significant differences between the free people in terms of wealth. They were not threatened by the
inability to pay which otherwise could have led the loss of their free status. A characteristic group of
the Eastern Slavonic society was the izgojs, who can be identified as migrating people leaving their
natural surroundings. They are not only found among the lower strata, we also have records of a
kn’az-izgoj who in lack ofa volost’ migrated from one princely court to the other, thus becoming an
escorting.

The Prince and the Veche

In the beginning, the words muzhi or I’'udi must have denoted people enjoying common
freedom far whom 40 grivnas had to be paid as a wergild53. Later, when they appear in adjectival
forms (e.g. lutchije muzhi or ljudi gradskije), they refer to the differentiation of the people. The
prince had his own “people” (muzhi, ljudi) with whom he conferred and who belonged to the
escort. The term “gradskije ljudi” did not denote members of the escorts as they often oppposed
the will of the prince which was hardly possible for attendants. They “gradskije ljudi” are present
in the annals when they are defined as Kievans, Galicians, Smolenskians, Novgorodians etc. This
means that they were people belonging to the regional centre in a way. Foreign traders were
surely excluded from this group. The latter were known as “gostj” all over the Rus. The term
“gradskije ljudi” refers to local inhabitants who comprised “cerkovnije ljudi” and “starejsina
grada” (the senior ofthe town). This was a group which could oppose the will of the prince. Their
freedom was furthermore strengthened by the fact that occasionally they took arms, in such cases
they were referred to as “voi” = warriors. They fought for one or the other prince. They were
allowed to give voice to their opinion as a group and let the prince know it via their
representatives. This body was the veche which also shows their free status4.

The veche had a word in questions of war and peace, supported some of the princes both
politically and militarily. The veche was the body which set conditions for the invited prince. It
was an active part of political life. The first mentions of the veche in the annals are in the case of
Novgorod from 1016 in the case of Belgorod from 997. The latter one is a later compilation in the
PVL from the early 12th century - modern research underlines. The veche as a collective body
intensified its activity in the second half ofthe 11th century, remained very active throughout the
12th century was driven into the background in same places in the early 13th century but
remained virulent elsewhere, such as in Novgorod. In the annals the peak of activity of the veche
is found under the following years: Kiev (1068, 1147/48), Galicia (1144, 1188), the Volhinian
Vladimir (1197), Rostov-Susdal (1157), Vladimir upon-the-Kljazma (1157), Polock (1159),
Smolensk (1185). It is of utmost (?) importance to underline that its presence was universal
throughout the Rus in the period between the second half of the 11th and the first half of the 13th
centurysh. That we do not have evidence of it everywhere explained by the partial deficiencies of
the source material, which is not abundant anyhow. The activity of the veche in the given period
seems to have been a by-product of the dissolution process. The abovementioned data stand for
power conflicts between the prince and the veche.

The community appearing at the veche (e.g. the Kievans etc.) comprised both the
inhabitants of the “district”, the volost’. The veche was an actual conventio populi yet it can be
hardly defined as a popular meeting as its continuity cannot Slavonic communities based on
equality. The veche that was summoned in the centre of the volost’ and the settlement pronounced
on matters of power. It is evident from the conflicts that it was divided according to different
groups of interest. It could not be independent from the various officials of the escort of the prince
(namestnik, posadnik, tisjacky) who governed the volost” on behalf of the prince. But it was not
independent from the will of the local nobility, either who opposed the prince and his officials.
The veche was summoned on an ad hoc basis, usually at times when either the prince or group
(the local noblemen, the opposition of the prince) was interested in its gathering. The prince, for
instance, made the veche and its leaders accept his will concerning the succession to the throne.
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Some representatives of the veche did so on behalf of the others but after the death of the prince
nothing compelled them to follow his will in reality, see e.g. the case of Vsevolod and Igor
Olgovich in the years 1146-1147. Elsewhere, e.g. in Novgorod it was the veche which set the
conditions for the agreement or contract (rjad) with the new prince%6.

The veche never pronounced questions of law, jurisdiction, economy, or administration like
the size of volost’ or the creation of a new one. (In this case the later examples from Novgorod
can be neglected.) The veche lacked characteristics of a self-governing body which was found in
the real towns of Western and Central Europe. After all, the most essential activity of the free
towns of Western Europe was based on their internal legal and jurisdictional autonomy. The
veche did not dispose of such privileges, there belonged to the prince and his officials.

Finally, it can be concluded that the competition between the prince as a potentially
monarchical power5/ on the one hand and the veche on the other, displaying archaic features of a
common power lay in the background of the process of political dissolution. The escorts as a
special armed force elevated the prince from its position as primus inter pares yet it did not put an
army at his disposal with the help of which he could have imposed his will on the veche. The
veche was no longer the archaic common power of the tribe or clan. Even less so because in the
12th century the names of tribes were no longer used, instead the organization followed on
territorial basis (volost’, gorod). Out of the former common liberty of the tribes and clans only the
practice of the handling of weapons (voi) and the free status (the appearance at the veche)
remained. In our estimation the transformation of the tribal / clan framework came about by
means of the economic differentiation as a consequence of trade and plundering. On the other
hand, the Varangian-Slavonian ethnic merger must have had a share in this, too. Before the
Mongol invasion, however, these were no heritable monarchical power but the conflict between
the two power centres. (The prince and the veche endured and continued in the different regions
of the Rus in different ways.) These discrepancies in the power sphere were further intensified by
the conquest of the Mongols.

To conclude

Emerging from the elite of the tribes and kinships, the prince was authorized to make
decisions in military, juridical and spiritual cases. His privileged position, which was due to his
aristocratic birth, did not in any way mean monarchic power in itself, let alone that he was by
definition the owner of the estates as professed by most Russian historians before 1990s8. We
regard the agreement in Lubech in 10973 as the beginning of land-ownership or at least the
manifestation of the adherence to a territory. Besides the reveucs from spoils and the tributes by
subjugated tribes, the first signs of the land-ownership of princes are detectable bythe 12th
century, as for instance in 1136, when Prince Rostislav mstislavich granted two villages to the
bishopric of Smolensk at its foundation60. First among the princes was thegrand prince holding
Kiev, whose position rested on his senior status within the dynasty, which he had to have accepted
by the other princes and the Kievan veche. From the middle of the 12th centuryy the senior status
meant merely declared / recognize rather than real seniority. It would seem significant that
coronation was absent from among the legitimizing factor of the authority of the grand prince.
What we have instead was the practice of “setting on the throne”, and this element would
apparently retain its secular nature. Thus the spiritual confirmation, deriving authority Dei gratia,
is missing. The formulation of thedescription of enthronement (“sede na stol otsa svoego i deda
svoego”, i. e. “he sat on his father’s and grandfather’s throne”) merely shows the legitimacy of the
authority grounded on a familiar basis. The few charters (ustav) that have survived from the
Kievan period begin with formula: “l, the prince...” (“Se jaz kn’az...), which is followed by a
reference to the Holy Trinity, proof of the Christianity of the prince. In the cases of smaller
princes, legitimation was achieved either by authorization by the grand prince or by the
participation (invitation, election) of the locals (veche).
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The Nature of the Authority of the Kievan (Grand) Prince

The article is devoted to the problem of origin and the nature ofthe authority of the Kievan Prince. The
auther stresses that his privileged position, which was due to his aristocratic birth, did not in any way mean
monarchic power in itself, let alone that he was the owner ofthe estates.

V.N.Tatyshchev, concerning the “constitutional project” of Halych-Volhyn Prince Roman Mstyslavovych. The
presented project was aimed at establishing new “good order™ on the Russian land. Beginningfrom the middle
ofthe IT century it was a practical experience of princes coalitions in Russian, aimed at Kyiv throne and
political priority in Kyiv Rus. The gist of Roman Mstyslavovych's project was the reference to the experience of
the neighbouring countries; he offered to choose the Great Kyivan Prince by the coalition of six separate
princes. The author ofthe publication also explained the main approaches to this document in historiography.

Galychyna and Bukovyna Regional Identities in Imperial Time:
Phenomena, Characteristics, Ethnic Space

The problem of regional etnopolithical situation in Galychyna and on the Bukovyna in the period of
Austria-Hungary is examined in the article. Thephenomenon ofregional identities, their essence descriptions is
explored. An author offers the own seeing of conditional *circles ” of authentication. Research shows that after
the type of authentication Galychyna belongs to the relict regions with the strongly outlined ethnic space, and
Bukovyna, instead, to the ethnic regions with the poorly outlined ethnic space. The circles ofregional identities
had the features also: Galychyna can be reckoned to territories of assimilation and national identities, and

Bukovyna - only to mixed.

The Ethno-Political Consolidation of the Hutsuls
in the End of the 1930"

The ethno-political consolidation of the Hutsuls of 1938 - 1939 was closely connected with the state-
creative processes which took place in the Carpathian Ukraine. In the end ofthe 30-s ofthe 2(fhcentury the next
in turn vast intensification ofthe social-political, cultural-educational and economic activity which took place in
the Ukrainian national way was observed in Hutsulshchyna. In the end of the 1930-s, in spite of all obstacles
and inspiration on the part of the Polish, Romanian and Czechoslovakian authorities, the Hutsuls with their
solidarity and efficiency proved their political, national, social unity with the Ukrainian nation. The events in the
Carpathian Ukraine obtained the positive social political approval and many-sided help on the part of the
Hutsuls as well as they gave the next in turn impulse to their ethno-political consolidation and the Ukrainians as

a whole.

The Sacral Places in a Traditional Dwelling of the Ukrainians in Bukovyna

The author paid the main attention to the studying ofthe sacral gist ofsome places, pieces ofinterior and
decoration of a traditional dwelling of the Ukrainians in Bukovyna, namely: a corner place in the living room
where the rituals ofreligious character were carried out, a stove, a table, etc. In the article it is also investigated
the role of a towel as a house sacred guard, its symbolic importance and spheres of use (in household,
christening of a child or wedding). The author has proved that a traditional dwelling of the Ukrainians in
Bukovyna wasfull ofholy things with deep sacral gist.

In mythological thought the space can be marked as “sacred” in various ways. In the
countryside'the prehistoric arrows, either of bronze or iron found buried in the fields were
believed to be the materialization of thunder; it buries itself nine miles into the ground when it hits
it and raises up one mile each year, so nine years later it reaches the surface taking the form of
these arrowsl The sacralized space, the place where the sacred manifested itself can be varied: in
Leskovacka Morave people pour wine on the place where the thunder hit the ground each moment
before sunrise for forty days in the belief that after this period of time the thunder will eventually
came to surface under the form of belemnites2. The Serbs also used to believe that, when the
thunder hits the ground it sinks forty meters deep. After that it comes back to surface, and the one
can see the so-called stralki - i.e. crystals3.

In the category of evil space we also include the so-called “evil places”, places where the
presence of evil supernatural forces can easily be felt, especially as a result of the contamination
of that space, of contagiousness. In Romanian mythology “an evil place is not just like that,
everywhere. Evil place comes from iele (‘wicked fairies, in Romanian tales’), evil place comes
from hard sins or from charms”4. Evil place is there, where the iele danced, where a whirlwind
raised, where there was a whirlwind of dust, where an evil dead man was buried.

The crossroads can also be an evil place: “none should swim into a water where two rivers
meet. It is mortal sin”5. The boundaries can be evil places, too: the place of a frontier, crossroads,
the place where the plough was turned during the ploughing the fields, old trees, the place under
the roof near the house. According to Ukrainian believes, evil place is there where the devils,
dying, crushed on earth when they were thrown out from the sky. But an evil place for the people
is also the place where an evil spirit lives {iele, the spirit of the disease etc.).

“The hail-stone is sent by God as a punishment over the places a man was killed or took his
own life”6. In close relationship to the belief the Romanians also use to say: “When a young
woman Kills a baby and buries him, the hail-stone must hit that place no matter what. It will dig
the ground to reveal the crime”7.

The presence of the negatively marked place can often be felt through its capacity of
influencing the surrounding space up to damaging the actions of the people who step on it: “If you
walk through the forest and step on the place where someone shot himself, the evil spirit that
made the trick makes you lose your mind and wander till you fall into a lake and enter under his
powers”8

The Romanians also say: “A sinful woman burns the ground she steps on. You mustn’t send
her to work on the field to weed, because she leaves nothing behind, all she touched is damaged
and you can’t get on in it any longer”.

The elements which made up the system of the sacred mythological space are the following:
the boundary, the crossroads, the mirror, the chimney, the window, the threshold, the rainbow
a.s.o.

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One of the central elements of the mythological space is the boundary between the two
worlds, a boundary which can be crossed both by supernatural characters or by human ones. The
frontier lines, the bank, the corners of the house a.s.0. can be considered as boundaries.

The Polish say that the water spirit acts or lives especially where two rivers meet9. The
Ukrainians say that the ghost Kills people it meets on the rivers banks. The air spirits too can live
in the vicinity of water - from this follows the restriction never to sleep in a forest near a spring.

In the same time one can notice also the existence of limitative space marked as negative: in
Byelorussian believes the water spirit can never cross boundaries. The same follows for the spirit
ofdiseases in Russian believes and for the water spirit in Polish ones. In English sayings death is
the one that most fears water. The witches can also feel the hostile power of water: the Ukrainians
say that witches fall ill during rain whereas the English believe that they lose all powers when
they cross a water or a crossroads.

The Germans throw water after a dead man to prevent his turning back as a ghost10. During
epizooties, the cattle were made to pass through water in the belief that disease was left
somewhere behind (of course we bare in mind the purificating power of waterll). The
Byelorussians, the Armenians and the Grusinians practiced river “ploughing” as means of
preventing trough12

The rusatka couldn’t pass the boundaries on dry land. It was said many times that she
couldn’t pass the boundaries because it was drown with an iron instrument. Sometimes people
said that the very frontier line itself is the place where all sorts of spirits dwelled: in Ukrainian
believes the rusatka dances, sings and plays all kinds of tricks especially on frontier lines or
where these lines cross. The same thing happens at this type of crossing in Russian sayings as
well. That is why it is said that you’d better not sleep on a frontier line, especially during the week
of Whitsuntide (i.d. the Pentecost).

The mythological space is described in terms of binary semiotic oppositions - left/right,
up/down, sky/earth, earth/underground space, North/South, East/West, sea/dry land, human/non-
human, house/forest etc.

Maybe the most obvious materialization of sacred space is the “up-side-down” world, our
world as seen through a mirror. The time co-ordinate of this world is negatively marked - when
it’s day here, on the other world is night (for Africans, Mexicans, Aztecs, Karens13; for Eskimos14;
for Egyptians15 for Romanians16), the sun rises at midnight (in German sayings), when it’s winter
here, there it’s summer (in Oceania, for the Siberians, for the Native Americansl); and people
walk up side down18 Russians say that the spirit of the forest walks backwards29 (spirits of this
kind appear in Egyptian believes as well2). In Bulgarian - the plague (the personification of
disease) walks only straight ahead.

There, on the Other Side, in the world of the dead and of spirits, people have their legs as
well as their tongues (that is why their speech is so different from ours), twisted in the other
direction in Chinese mythology). Evil characters have all sorts of “impurities” as their food (=
“anti-food”2l) - and we bare in mind the gifts received by humans from them - coal, animal
excrements which as soon as they are brought to their world, they turn into gold, siTver, excellent
food. In Russian fairy-tales when one enters the Land of the Dead the horse’s hooves are turned
around, are twisted etc22

Seldom there is a clear cut distinction between the Other Side, the Land of the Dead, and
the sacred world inhabited by living supernatural beings (because, in their turn, as it is shown by
many mythological systems, these beings can be even “former” souls of the dead turned into
demons, according to animist beliefabout life and soul).

However, in their Dictionary ofSymbols, Jean Chevalier and Alain Gheerbrant are making a
distinction between the two: “The Other Side is the mysterious place where all mortals go after
death. It differs from the Other World which is not located on the Other Side, but next to our
world or it doubles it in the sense that those who live in it can easily and freely get in or out of it.
They can also invite mortals to their world, whereas no one comes back from the Other Side. By
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definition, the Other World belongs to the gods as opposed to the world of humans living on earth
and doomed to go to the Other Side”23.

Because contiguity is the fundamental principle of entire magic thought, the representation
of the Other World as located somewhere in out vicinity seems quite normal. Amongst Native
American myths there is a fable which tales the story of a man looking for his dead wife, He find
himself in a forest and realizes he got to the Land of the Dead (and we remember the antique
representations: most gates to the underground world were surrounded by virgin forest,
impossible to cross24.

In Micronesian myths the kingdom of the Sun is placed beyond the forest. In Australia
sayings tell that the light at sunset is actually the light spread by the souls of the dead when they
go and come back from the underground world where the Sun goes to the rest25.

Numerous believes that talk about the existence of some kind of “parallel universe” in
which one can enter, prove that the Other World is close to us. During time scissions - i.e.
moments of maximum sacralization (Easter, Christmas, earthquakes or eclipses) one can easily
perceive the echoes of the Other World. At those times it is said that people who press their ear to
the ground have the opportunity to hear voices, bell sounds a.s.o. from the Other World.

Frequently, fables with human and mythological characters, whose action take place in
sacred space bring along a specific theme - i.e. the egress from time, i.e. escaping from the
profane time and entering the sacred one, as soon as the characters crosses the boundary
separating the two worlds.

The egress from time is often associated to the idea of being kidnapped by a supernatural
character. Whether it is the devil or the witch, for instance, the moment of escaping from time or,
in better words, from profane time and of entering the sacred one (let’s remember here
M. Eliade’s short story To the Gypsies in which this phenomenon is described) is preceded by a
scission, by a forced egress from normal space, often assimilated to wandering, to losing one’s
path. At this moment man’s memory is “erased”, because he cannot stand the phenomenon so
easy: “When she was young (the storyteller) she used to wash shirts at the river. And when she
was cleaning the shirts she saw a woman coming from the hill singing. When she reached her, she
took her by the hand still singing and they walked along the river to the valley together. And after
she crossed the third boundary from their house, the woman couldn’t remember a thing. Only
three days later she woke up in a forest where no human being had ever been. The she realized she
couldn't speak anymore. She turned back home nine days later...”26.

Along with this kind of experience which is rather the equivalent of losing one’s
consciousness, a series of stories tell in detail both about the moment of the very “exit” from time,
as well as about the consequences of this trip into time. People say once upon a time “while
watching his sheep an old man saw a door opening into a rock like a mine in which there were all
kinds of riches and treasures of precious stones blinding him with their glow”. The old man
entered the cave but it closed down on him and stayed like this for seven years because it opened
only once in seven years. So seven years later the old man got out “carrying treasures and holding
a gold spoon in his hand. But those seven years seemed to him like the blink of an eye”, so he
started looking for his sheep. The house was empty and people were shocked to see him alive
because they all believed he had died long time agoZ7.

In some other tales people distrust these uncommon “travelers” who are deeply marked by
their experience for which they pay with their own lives: “...After a while, it seemed to the
woman that little time passed she saw the door opening again and then she took what she liked
most from the riches in the cellar and go out. But when she met her own kind people didn’t know
her anymore. They said she had come from the other world. And she told them where she had
been. But soon after she died”28.

Another favorite subject of the superstitious tales is the one in which the main hero is the
ghost of a dead man who “comes back” (in this sense or not) to the life of the people close to him
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(we don’t have in view the “Lenore” theme - of the ghost of a dead man terrorizing the surviving
fiancee - which can be more easily associated to another type of character, the incubus (the
demon of Eros).

In the story below the contact between a living man and a dead one is made naturally and in
this sense it is interesting to follow the reaction of the surviving friend described both during the
dialogue as well as in the rest ofthe story. It’s not impossible to predict one’s own death, it’s not a
tragedy to die; moreover, it’s not surprising that you can eventually pay a visit to someone on the
Other Side. Maybe only the end took the hero of the tale a little by surprise: “Once upon a time
there was two young men, good friend since childhood. One ofthem was about to die. He said:

- Hey, friend, listen!
- What?
I’m to die.
- When?
Well, tomorrow I’ll die. But do you know something?
- What?
- Well, six weeks from now, if you can, come and see me to have a chat. You’ll tell me
the news... or what will be happening home.
-All right. I’ll come.

Six weeks after the sunset when it got already dark he went to see the dead friend. He called
him by his name and the grave opened... It was beautiful there. A beautiful room glowing all
around. He stayed just a little. When he got out from there he went home... But do you know
what? He couldn’t recognize his neighbors any more, in fact he couldn’t recognize anyone at all.
He walked around, asked on old woman where the village was?...

- We heard something, but it was a long time ago. Maybe it’s one hundred and thirty or
forty years ago, form the time people first got here.

And he had stayed just a little into the grave with his friend and more than one hundred
years had passed”29.

The Finnish underground spirits - maaveki, maahisy a.s.0. - often appear linked to this
theme of egress from time. In their underground kingdom they are believed to walk up side down
(naturally, if we are to think about the fact that they live on the other side of the crust!). Someone
who finds himself there by accident mustn’t break a fundamental restriction: he mustn’t taste
anything from their food. Otherwise, when he turns back he may have the surprise of finding out
that he stayed there not forjust an year, but for fifty years30.

In close relationship to the theme of egress from time we mention also the theme of the gifts
received from the parallel world (it’s neither about travels to the underground world nor entering a
mine or a cave filled with treasures, as we have already shown, but about one aspect of the
passage from one world to the other as it is described by this theme).

Naturally, what we consider valuable (gold, precious stones a.s.0.) in the other world is
marked with a minus. Thus the hero of superstitious tales, in Romanian, Russian, Estonian,
Mongolian or whatever tradition alike will receive coal, animal excrements and other hypostases
of non-value as reward which in this world will turn into most desirable things (money, precious
objects etc.). The opposite situation can also be found when the character experiences an illusion

(i.e. a false “exit” from time). During the illusive experience he “receives” gold or special food
which will turn out to be what they really are as soon as the charm or the dream is over: i.e. coal,
animal excrements, withered roots or leaves a.s.o.

Perception of the Space in Folk Mythology

The article is devoted to the analysis ofthe problem ofthe space perception in thefolk mythology. The
author asserts that in the mythology ofdifferentpeople there is the space perception as a “saint™ place, or as a
“devil” or “bad”, where thepresence ofwicked eldritchforces isfelt. Suchplaces (crossings, old trees) are able
to influence on people in a negative way. In the article is also marked that the mythological space can be
represented as binary oppositions: to the left/to the right, up/down, sky/earth, ground/underground, North/South,
East/West, human/superhuman, house/forest etc. One ofits central elements is a border between the two worlds,
so-called “parallel universe”.

The article is devoted to the masterpiece of the Ukrainian sacral art of the XVI1-XVIII centuries the
iconostasis of the Khrestovozdvyzhenska church of the small and secluded monastery of Manyava. As the
authors assert, the archived documents saved small information about the history ofthe iconostasis of Manyavs
(Bogorodchany), however it is known that it was created by a monk-artist ofBilostok Yov Kondzelevych. In 1995
with the efforts of workers of the Lviv branch of the National research restoration center the works of
restorations ofthis prominent sight began and they lasted during seven years. The newly restored iconostasis is
saved in thefunds ofthe National museum in Lviv.

(the Second Half of XIX - the XXthcentury)

The quantity offamily and it's structure ofthe second half ofX1X —the end ofX X centure, basis on the
state censuses in Austria and Poland, matrical records and economic books of separate village soviets of
Pokuttya, questionnaires of ethnosocial research, conducted in districts of Gorodenka, Snyatin, Ttumach, are
analysed in the article. During the described period the noticeable gradual shortening offamily members,
deformation the family's structures, decline of birth-rate and growth of death-rate and emigration to the
countries of Europe and USA of working age persons. These factors influenced on reduction of Pokuttya’s
population and it’s decrepitude.

Signs Connected With the Weather in the National Calendar of the East-Roman Population of Bukovyna
(Based on the Materials of XI1Xth- the beginning of XXlIthcentury)

In this article the methods ofprediction of the weather and prosperity to the East-Roman population of
Bukovina were classified. It is distinguished three groups ofsigns: 1) by sensation ofpeople and behavior of
vital organisms, the state ofplants, atmospheric phenomena and heavenly signs; 2) fixed popular signs: by the
weather in a holiday one can predict the weather of others day or periods ofthe year; 3) the prediction ofthe
weather and prosperity during the year with the help ofsome rituals, on magic basis. A great scientific interest
presents the ritual ofprediction the weatherfor the nextyear, which is done before the New Year with the help of
the "calendar "*from onions and others.
