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MEDIA AND INFORMATION LITERACY AS CRUCIAL EDUCATIONAL PRIORITY
IN A FAST-CHANGING MODERN WORLD

The paper deals with the importance of MIL in building a new culture of communications and improving the
quality of public discourse as being particularly relevant to promoting tolerance and engagement in public
affairs.This descriptive correlational research using the predictive method assessed basic documentsand statistics
related to the issue.The results of this study encourage educators to sustainprofessional development and
adaptation to the constantly changing world. Keywords: media and information literacy (MIL), educators, teachers’
professional development, global skills.

21st century life characterized by rapidchangeaffects the educational landscapes of higher education
institutions in numerous ways. Nowadays, how people learn has changed for students and educators almost
everywhere around the globe. Such circumstances pose significant challenges for students, teachers, and
governments.It isincreasingly recognized that education needs tocover more than traditional subjects if learnersare
to be equipped to flourish now and in thefuture. Students of all ages need to learn theskills that are critical for
lifelong learning andsuccess.That is why educators need to understand which skills are crucial in order to succeed
professionally.

The expert underlined that people should have to learn how to acquire new competencies throughout life in
addition to the obtained subject matter and interdisciplinary knowledge.Therefore it is necessary to develop soft
skills besides hard skills. Many skills which are now labelled in education as ‘global skills’ are not new:
conceptssuch as communication, collaboration, and critical thinking have existed for a longtime. What is new is the
recognition that these global skills can and should be taughtin any subject.Media and Information Literacy (MIL) is
a concept embracing a variety of overlapping issues relating to the skills above-mentioned.

UNESCO has been reaffirming gradual repositioning of Media and Information Literacy in its previous
Declarations such as Griinwald Declaration (1982), Prague Declaration Towards Information Literate Societies
(2003), Alexandria Proclamation on Information Literacy and Lifelong Learning (2005), Paris Agenda-12
Recommendations on MIL (2007), Fez Declaration on MIL (2011), Moscow Declaration on MIL (2012),
Framework and Action Plan of the Global Alliance for Partnerships on MIL (2013), Paris Declaration on MIL in
the Digital Age (2014), and Riga Recommendations on Media and Information Literacy in a Shifting Media and
Information Landscape (2016). The concept covers communication and information technologies in order to
encompass learning, critical thinking, and interpretative skills across and beyond professional and educational
boundaries.

In contemporary society, wherein freedom of expression, press freedom, access to information and the right
to information, and the right to privacy are essential higher educational establishments should take a necessary step
to a critical, person-centred, sustainable development process. Media and information literacy skills are increasingly
essential in response to technological and informational advancements having overtaken the available skills
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
