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Lototska V. A garden as an ideal image of the envi-
ronment in the Ukrainian plastic art of the 16 — 20"
centuries. The article deals with the features of the em-
bodiment of the ideal image of the environment in the
gardens on the basis of examples of Ukrainian plastic
works of art of the 16 — 20" centuries. Gardens always
embody man’s worldview, value orientations, aesthetic
values, typical for an epoch. Being developed in close
connection with the general culture, and hence with
styles prevailing in the art of each epoch, the gardens
kept significance of ideal space.

The idea of the garden as paradise on the earth per-
meates all the stages of landscape gardening art and
its monuments play a special role in the context of the
research of ideal environment issues in the Ukrainian
plastic arts. From Ukrainian point of view a garden is
treated as a model of the world where God's plan was
implemented, and it serves as one of the main forms of
harmony between man and nature.

1t is important to develop those concepts of the garden,
which not only would give impetus to reflections on the
spiritual foundations of landscape art, but also restore
traditional Ukrainian interpretations of the notion
«gardeny. So nowadays a cultural trend of the research
of gardening art is of particular relevance. In the mod-
ern society it is the garden as a special worldview cat-
egory that can encourage a formation of new ethic in
the sphere of interrelationship between man and the
environment.

1t is known that according to Biblical ideas, a garden
is, above all, a paradise, and it appears to be a fenced
plot of land with the most favorable conditions for life.
Embodiment of the idea of the garden as a sacred space
started with pre-Christian ideas of spirituality of en-
vironment. A Christian idea of paradise was always
connected with the garden as the ideal way for a hu-
man to stay. It was the garden as the model that guided
the Christians in the development of environment. The
idea of paradise became principal in creating gardens
and parks. Subsequently, the concept of an ideal gar-
den as a heavenly paradise is reflected in the medieval
monastery gardens. It should be mentioned that in the
medieval landscape gardening art monastery gardens
were quite common, in comparison with the secular
ones. During this period man's attitude to nature was
primarily caused by Christian doctrine of heaven, and
therefore it acquired deep meaning. The idea of fenc-
ing was the basis for the emergence of such a type of
sacred garden as «Vertogrady. In medieval symbolism
such a fenced garden referred to the image of the «ideal
gardeny.

In the Ukrainian Baroque culture a garden acquires
original significance. In particular, the philosophers of
that time spread the interpretation of the world as the
garden, «Gods Vertogrady, that’s why the world as a
garden is «an allegory of mellow being, opposing the
chaos of raw landy. The religious symbolism of the gar-
den of that time reached significant development, under
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pressure of which, above all, spiritual efforts were un-
derstood.

In the Renaissance, there are new principles of com-
position of a garden. During this period perception of
nature changed and an aesthetic ideal of environment
is determined to be an idea of the transformation of na-
ture by man.

Changing the worldview and aesthetic ideals in the mid-
dle of the 18" century appeared in spreading the idea of
not a regular but landscape garden, in which depiction
of environment was fulfilled in compliance with all ele-
ments of nature. The naturalness of the environment was
achieved by means of the play of light and shadow, pic-
turesque spots and effects of the perspective.

A landscape garden caused the attitude to nature as an
aesthetic ideal, which has led to the concept of a natu-
ral garden. «Landscape» approach to the perception of
the environment and the intensive development of sci-
ence formed an attitude to the natural landscape as an
aesthetic ideal. Tendency to spread features of natural-
ness and inviolability of the landscape was much deep-
ened. Thus, in the 19" century, the concept of a natural
garden appeared.

In the 19™ and 20" centuries an idea of universality of
a garden was widely spread, which combined not only
aesthetic, but also useful and therapeutic functions.
For the Ukrainian worldview in the art of gardening an
aesthetic ideal is also typical that has appeared in fos-
tering floriculture for many centuries, and the changing
flowers and blossom as the prototype of a new life in
the garden is a way to identify national understanding
of the universe in the art of gardening. The harmonious
combination of the main garden plants, expressing our
people’s worldview, led to poetic interpretation of the
Ukrainian garden.

The results of the research support the idea that in the
process of the historical development of the Ukrainian
people the ideal ways to streamline certain environ-
ment in the gardens have been embodied. A garden as a
persistent motif in the art connected with the category
of ideal space, eventually acquired new meaning. Em-
bodiment of an idea of the garden as a sacred space
started with pre-Christian ideas of spirituality of en-
vironment. Subsequently, the concept of an ideal gar-
den as heavenly paradise is reflected in the medieval
monastery gardens. Later, instead of a regular garden,
an idea of landscape garden appeared, which embodied
admiration for the grandeur of nature. Landscape gar-
den predetermined the attitude to nature as an aesthetic
ideal, which has led to the concept of a natural garden.
For Ukrainian painters artistic interpretation of space
acquired sacred significance and gardening landscapes
were perceived by them as the image of an ideal envi-
ronment, responding to ideas of an ideal environment
for man's residence.
